 Considering my career plans, what additional education might I need, such as college or vocational 

school, and what courses will prepare me for entrance to these schools?

High school is the time to get a 

solid academic foundation and a time to explore different subject areas.  Counselors are qualified to help 

students assess their academic and personal abilities in order to become increasingly capable of making wise 

educational choices, but the final responsibility for making these decisions rests with the communication 

between the student and his/her parents.

Counselors will review credits of those students in Fox Valley Career courses. The number of credits required for 

graduation may be adjusted if necessary. 

 

Students may enroll in only one PE class at a time, except those who are in PE Activities opposite Driver Ed, Band, or 

Choir. Students should take one core class (English, Math, and Science) each year until they have met the graduation 

requirements in that subject area.  

 
Graduation requirements for transfer students coming to Kaneland from a traditional seven or eight period/day school will 

follow the same phase-in plan created for our students when we moved into block scheduling.  Unusual circumstances 

will be handled on an individual basis to ensure fairness to the transfer student. (3 yrs. in block 26 credits, 2 yrs. in block 

24 credits, 1 yr. in block 22 credits) 

 

Class Load Policy 

 
All students must enroll in four classes each term.  The only exception will be seniors who may enroll in three blocks if 

they meet the following criteria: 

- Student has adequate credits for graduation. 

- Counselors are able to schedule the students three blocks consecutively. 

- Parental permission

All grades will be computed based on whole numbers.  No student will receive more credit or less credit for grades given 

with a plus or minus mark.

Auditing 

 
Students shall be allowed to select one (1) elective course during their 11

th
 or 12

th
 year on an "audit" basis.  Such a course 

shall be selected only from elective offerings and may be either a one or a two-term course.  Students must complete an 

audit form and submit it to the student services office at the start of the first term of the course.  Students may remove an 

audit from a course at anytime before the end of the course.  Once an audit is removed, it is removed for the remainder of 

the year. Students may not apply for a class audit again. Grades from audited course work will appear on the 

transcript with an (Aud) indicating the course was audited.  Grades from audited courses will not affect a student's GPA, 

but credit earned will count towards graduation 

GPA/Class Rank 

 
Freshman, sophomores and juniors’ GPA and rank will be computed at the end of each school year.  For seniors, GPA and 

rank will be computed at the end of terms two and four. 
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"Knights of Distinction" 
 

Students will graduate with this honor as long as they meet the criteria below.  This honor is offered as an incentive for 

students to take more challenging classes.  Students will be recognized at their graduation ceremony.  Their final 

transcript will indicate them as a “Knight of Distinction.” 

- 32 credits (The maximum possible in a 4-block may include community college courses and summer school.) 

- 4.0 minimum cumulative GPA (out of a 5.0) 

- Minimum of 4 credits total in Music, Art, Foreign Language or Vocational education 

- Minimum of 2 honors credits with a minimum grade of “C” or better in the honors courses 

- PSAE scores must meet or exceed the state average on each of the individual scores 

 

Schedule Changes Criteria 

 
Course selections and alternates for the upcoming school year should be carefully considered during time of course 

selection. Schedules changes will be kept to an absolute minimum after registration is complete.  Every attempt will be 

made to schedule the students requested courses.  However, due to class size and availability students may be scheduled in 

alternative courses.  Attempts will be made to use alternate classes to complete a schedule if conflicts arise.  If alternate 

classes do not solve a schedule conflict, then the counselor will review possible class offerings and then decide which 

class will be used to resolve the conflict. Only reasons for changes will be one of the following approved criteria: 

 

- A change due to attendance or non-attendance in summer school 

- A change due to failure of a class in the previous term 

- A change due to health reasons 

- A change due to faculty or counselor recommendation 

-     A change due to college requirement or unresolved scheduling

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Incomplete Grades 
Incomplete grades recorded at the end of the term must be made up within one week of the end of the grading period.  It is 

the student’s responsibility to make arrangements with the teacher to complete the work by the one-week deadline.  If the 

work is not complete within the time limit, an F grade will be recorded.  Exceptions will be made in cases of extenuating 

medical circumstances. 

 

End-of-Course Assessment 
An end-of-course assessment worth 10% of the final grade in the course will be given at the end of the course.  Three term 

classes will be given an assessment at the end of term three.   Four term classes will give an assessment at the end of terms 

two and four. 

Repeating Classes 
Repeating Passed or Failed Classes: Students may repeat an elective class that they passed or failed. They may also 

petition to retake a required class that they have passed with the approval of the teacher and their counselor.  Credit will 

not be given twice for the same course, but the new grade will replace the previous grade when computing the student’s 

GPA.  The original grade will remain on the transcript. 

 

Correspondence and Online Courses 
All correspondence and online courses must be pre-approved by the Student Services Department.  These will be 

approved for remediation and acceleration.  Students may take a maximum of 2 credits through approved correspondence 

schools or on the internet.  Students who have failed a required class may take a correspondence or online course to 

make up the credit.  Course work must be completed one month prior to the end of the semester to count for that 

semester.  Many colleges offer on-line courses for high school credit or on-line courses for college credit.  Students may 

take a maximum of 2 credits through approved on-line courses or correspondence. 

 

Summer School 
Students may take high school summer school classes through Waubonsee Community College with their counselor’s 

permission.  Credits for approved courses will receive a regular class designation and weighting, and count toward 

graduation.  

Community College Classes 
Students may enroll in college level courses at local community colleges with the approval of the principal or his 

designee.  Approval forms are available in the Student Services Office.  If students want high school credit granted for the 

class, the course must be a 3 credit hour class, have regular attendance required, and be a course that is not offered by 

Kaneland or the Fox Valley Career Center.  A 3 credit hour course at a community college will be the equivalent of .5 

credits at Kaneland. Grades from these classes will be computed into the student’s GPA.  Students who choose this 

option are responsible for the community college fees.  

 

Transfer Students 
Students who transfer to Kaneland High School will have their transcripts evaluated by their Kaneland Counselor to 

determine credits accepted, requirements met, and level determinations.  Students will only receive honors credit for 

courses that Kaneland designates as honors.  Due to our 4 block scheduling, students transferring into Kaneland High 

School are strongly encouraged to transfer in at the beginning of one of our four, nine-week terms.  Students transferring 

in at other times may lose credits already begun at their previous school 

 

Early Graduation 
It is not the policy of Kaneland High School to encourage early graduation, but we recognize that some students and their 

parents may desire it for personal reasons.  It is possible for a student to earn enough credits by taking classes during 

summer school.  Early graduates must meet the graduation requirements of the class with whom they entered high school.  

The counselors must approve all summer school classes before students enroll in them.  A student who completes the 

requirements at a date other than the regular June commencement date will graduate with the next graduating class.  A 

petition for early graduation shall be submitted before the beginning of the last semester a student expects to be in 

attendance.  Only students enrolled full time may participate in ISHA. 
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Commencement Ceremonies 
Only those students who have met all graduation requirements as established by the Board of Education and the State of 

Illinois by the date of the graduation ceremony will be permitted to participate in commencement ceremonies.  Students 

who finish their requirements after that date will receive their diploma after completing all requirements.   

 

Earn College Credit While in High School 
Take an Advanced Placement (AP) Class.  The AP Program is a cooperative educational endeavor between 

secondary schools, colleges, and universities.  The program allows high school students to undertake college 

level academic learning in AP courses, and it gives them the opportunity to show that they have mastered the 

advanced material by taking AP Exams.  Students can receive credit and/or advanced placement from thousands 

of colleges and universities that participate in the Advanced Placement Program.  Check with the colleges you 

are interested in for AP credit policies.  The College Board has administered the AP Program since 1955.  

Currently more than 30 AP Examinations in 16 academic disciplines are administered each May.   Students who 

want to take the AP exams are responsible for the fees for that exam. The exams are administered at Kaneland 

High School on nationally designated days in May.  Any student may elect to take any of the exams, but it is 

recommended that you take an AP Course to prepare for the exams.  Students not enrolled AP classes but 

wishing to take exams must register for the test with their counselor by February 1
st
.  See your counselor or AP 

teachers for more information. 

 

Take a Class at Waubonsee Community College. You do not have to have a High School Diploma to take 

college level classes at WCC.  Students must be 16 years of age and have their counselor's permission to enroll 

in WCC classes.  Many students take these classes for college credit only.  Some students petition Kaneland for 

dual credit.  To receive dual credit the WCC course must be a course that we do not offer at Kaneland.   

 

Dual Credit Policy Waubonsee Community College and Kaneland High School are cooperating on a Dual 

Credit program that allows juniors and seniors to receive credit for high school as well as college by 

successfully completing designated courses at Kaneland.  In order to receive dual credit, a student must be a 

junior or senior and at least 16 years old, complete a dual credit application for Waubonsee, and successfully 

complete the course at Kaneland.  The course instructors will distribute the applications during the first few 

days of the course.  There is no tuition charge for the student. The college credits earned may be applied to a 

degree or certificate at Waubonsee, or the credits can be transferred to another college.  For each .5 credit 

course at Kaneland, students will receive 3 credit hours for college.  

 

 

Take a Kaneland or Fox Valley Career Center class for which you can later receive college credit.  
Waubonsee Community College awards college credit when learning experiences at the high school instruction level 

duplicate those at the college level.  Articulated credit enables students to receive advanced course placement, to save time 

and money, and avoid duplication of material already learned in high school.  Students must earn an A or B in the high 

school class and apply for credit within two years after graduation. Following is a list of courses at Kaneland High School 

for which articulated credit can be earned See your counselor for the "College Credit Articulation Forms."

4.0 Credits required including .5 Health and .25 Driver’s Education 

The State of Illinois requires students to be enrolled in PE every year of High School 

 

Driver Education 
Driver Education (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9,10) 

Credit: .25 

Prerequisite: See Below

Driver Education is a two-phase program consisting of classroom and behind the wheel (BTW).  At least 30 hours of classroom and 6 

hours of BTW are required. Students must hold their permits for a minimum of 9 months before they are able to get their license.  

Students must also have 50 additional BTW hours with their parents.  Students who miss class and drop below the 30-hour minimum 

will fail the course.  The classroom emphasis is on the mental part of driving.  The BTW phase includes all types of driving, which 

includes heavy city traffic and all kinds of weather conditions in order to prepare one to be a safe and courteous driver.  Students who 

desire to take Driver Education courses in public or nonpublic high schools must receive a passing grade in at least six credits during 
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the previous four terms prior to enrolling in Driver’s Education.  Class will alternate days with PE Activities. This course is a 

graduation requirement. 

 

Health 
Health (1 Term)  
Regular (Grade 9,10) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

Health is a one-term course required of all freshmen at Kaneland High School.  It is a comprehensive class covering basic health areas.  

Some of the topics covered are the following: human reproduction, alcohol, drugs, mental health, wellness, stress, and sexually 

transmitted diseases. This course is a graduation requirement. 

 

Contemporary Health (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Must be 17 years old 

This class will focus on further study of common health problems, cancer, diseases, STD’s, aging/dying, environmental health as it 

relates to disease, and issues of drug education (tobacco and alcohol).  This is an elective class and does not fulfill the physical 

education credits required for graduation.  Students will be required to purchase text books for dual credit courses. DUAL CREDIT 

 

 

Physical Education 
PE Fitness (1 Term) 
Regular  (Grades 10) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None

The emphasis of this one term course is on health-related fitness and the promotion of life-long fitness.  Students learn the components 

of physical fitness: cardiovascular fitness, strength development, muscular endurance, flexibility, and body composition.  Student’s 

fitness will be assessed.  Students will also participate in a circuit training program developed to promote a basic knowledge of fitness 

training. 

 

PE Leadership (1 semester)                                                                                                                     Credit: 1.0 

Regular (Grades 11,12)             Prerequisite: Students 

would have to submit a formal application to take this course. To take the course again must re-submit a formal application 

and go through the interview process. 
This class would run in conjunction with the Adapted Physical Education class. Regular education students would have the 

opportunity to work with special needs students as a way to fulfill their Physical Education requirement for the year. This class is 

geared towards students who are looking to pursue opportunities in special education, physical education or any other career in the 

education field. Students will learn how to assist in an adapted setting on various levels. 

 

Adapted Physical Education (1 semester)               Credit: 1.0 

Regular (Grades 9 – 12)          Prerequisite: none 

Offered to those with specific limitations stated on the student’s IEP or with recommendation from Special Ed Department.  

This class would give students with special needs the opportunity to receive more individualized attention. A more specialized 

curriculum would be used, including modifying equipment based on each student’s needs. Emphasis will be placed on physical, 

emotional, and social areas of needs. 

           

PE Sports (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 9)  

Credit .5  

Prerequisite: None

The emphasis of this one-term course is an introduction to team and individual sports, dance, and aerobic conditioning.  Units may 

include soccer, floor hockey, tennis, badminton, social and line dancing, and team building.  Student's physical fitness will be 

assessed. 

 

PE Activities (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9,10)  

Credit: .25  

Prerequisite: None 

Students are enrolled in this class for the same term that they take Driver’s Education.  Course content may include 

flickerball/football, volleyball and basketball. This course will alternate days with Driver’s Education. 
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PE/Mixed Chorus/Percussion Band (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12) 

Credit: 1  

Prerequisite: None  

This course is for students that are also registering for Mixed Chorus or Percussion Band.  The classes meet every other day for four 

terms.  Students enrolled in this class are on a four-year rotating curriculum. Students learn the components of physical fitness: 

cardiovascular fitness, strength development, muscular endurance, flexibility, and body composition.  In addition, there is an emphasis 

on aerobic-fitness training.  Student's physical fitness will be assessed. 

 

PE/Band (4 Terms)(Alternating Days) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

This course is for students that are also registering for Band.  The class meets every other day for four terms.  Students enrolled in this 

class are on a four-year rotating curriculum.  Students learn the components of physical fitness: cardiovascular fitness, strength 

development, muscular endurance, flexibility, and body composition.  In addition, there is an emphasis on aerobic-fitness training.  

Student's physical fitness will be assessed. 

 

PE/Concert Choir (4 Terms)(Alternating Days) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12)  

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

This course is for students that are also registering for Concert Choir.  The class meets every other day for four terms.  Students 

enrolled in this class are on a two-year rotating curriculum.  The following units may be included: softball, soccer, ultimate, lacrosse, 

eclipse ball team handball, dance and pickleball.  In addition, there will be an emphasis on aerobic-fitness training.  Student’s physical 

fitness will be assessed. 

 

PE/Treble Choir (4 Terms)(Alternating Days) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None

This course is for students that are also registering for Treble Choir.  The class meets every other day for four terms.  The emphasis of 

this course is on health related fitness.  Students learn the components of physical fitness: cardiovascular fitness, strength 

development, muscular endurance, flexibility, and body composition.  Student's fitness will be assessed.  Skill-related aerobic games 

focusing on agility, balance, coordination, power and speed is also included. 

 

PE 11/12 (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

The curriculum is on a two-year rotation. Students apply the health-related fitness components they have learned and are exposed to 

new activities.  The following units may be included: softball, soccer, ultimate, lacrosse, eclipse ball, team handball, dance and 

pickleball.  In addition, there is an emphasis on aerobic fitness training.  Student's physical fitness will be assessed. This course can be 

repeated in successive years. 
 

Personal Fitness Training I (PFTI) (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: 1  

Prerequisite: B in PE Fitness/B to retake the class 

The goal for this course is to provide a background of knowledge necessary to aid the student in designing a comprehensive sport 

specific or physical fitness program.  This design is composed of each student’s individual goal sets, various tests, and measurements 

prescribed by the instructor.  Each student’s program will contain a workout designed by the student according to his or her needs and 

goals with the final approval of the instructor.  Several components of fitness will be included in instruction.  Those components 

include cognitive material, assessment of fitness levels, applied weight training, applied aerobics, body composition analysis, daily 

stretching, and documented program design and evaluation.  Topics of special interest may be included.  This course can be repeated 

in successive years. 

 

Personal Fitness Training II (PFT II) (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: B in PFTI  

This course is a continuation of PFTI in developing a student’s individual fitness program.  Students also help with the peer teaching 

of PFTI students. This is an elective class and does not meet the physical education requirement for graduation. 

 

Early Bird Personal Fitness Training (FY) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

                  Credit: .5 or1 

Prerequisite: B  in PE Fitness 

The class will meet every day from 7:00 to 7:45 AM.  The goal of this course is to provide a background of knowledge necessary to 

aid the student in designing a comprehensive fitness program.  This design is composed of each student’s individual goal set, various 

tests, and measurements.  Each student’s program will contain a workout program designed specifically to meet the needs of each 

student.  Several components of fitness will be included in instruction.  Those components include cognitive material, assessment of 

fitness levels, applied weight training, applied aerobics, body composition analysis, daily stretching and documented program design 

and evaluation.  Topics of special interest may be included.  This course can be repeated in successive years. 
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Sports Officiating (1 Term)      
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5     

Prerequisite:  None 

Students will learn how to officiate a variety of team sports such as volleyball, basketball and softball.  Students will take an IHSA 

officiating test.  This is an elective class and does not meet the physical education requirement. 

 

Walking for Wellness (2 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: C to re-take class 

The goal of this class is to offer students an opportunity to achieve physical fitness primarily through walking.  This class will have an 

academic component as well, including meeting in a classroom once a week. Topics discussed will include; benefits of walking, 

fitness goal - setting, basic anatomy, nutrition and body adaptations to exercise.  Walking for Wellness is offered to juniors and seniors 

only.  All students with a pre-established medical waiver that allows them to walk will also be allowed to take this class.

Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #H105A This course is designed to present an overview of subject matter in the following six areas: 

1. Foods and Nutrition 

2. Clothing, Textiles and Fashion Design 

3. Housing and Interior Design 

4. Human and Child Development, Interpersonal and Family Relationships 

5. Resource Management/ Economic Education 

6. Introduction to Careers in Family and Consumer Science 
 

Foods and Nutrition (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9 with OFCS, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #H110 This course includes basic classroom and laboratory experiences needed to develop knowledge and understanding of 

basic food principles and applied nutrition for people of all ages.  The course content centers around the following duty areas: food 

preparation using the decision-making process; meeting basic needs by applying nutrition concepts and meeting health and safety 

needs. 

 

Foods and Nutrition II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 10, 11, 12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Foods and Nutrition I 

VALEES #H115 In this second level foods course the focus is on food selection and preparation. Laboratory sessions are devoted to 

the preparation of foods with specific characteristics. Course content will include the following broad areas of emphasis: careers in 

food and nutrition, the study of regional and international foods, safety of foods, food purchasing and prevention of food-borne 

illnesses. 

 

Culinary Arts/Food Service Mngmnt I (2 Terms)                  Credit: 1 

Regular (Grades 11, 12)                                               Prerequisite: Foods I & II  

VALEES #H323 This career based course introduces the students to the careers and opportunities in the food service industry.  Areas 

of study will include; sanitation and safety: equipment operation; customer service; management; finance; marketing; basic culinary 

preparations; menu planning.  Students will work in a commercial kitchen setting with as well as Café 302 full service café. 
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Culinary Arts/Food Service Mngmnt II (2 Terms)                           Credit:1  

Regular (Grades 11,12)              Prerequisite: CA/FSM I A or B in Culinary I 
VALEES #H423 This advanced career based course build on the skills and knowledge learned in Culinary I.  Areas of study will 

include a more in-depth study of topics covered in Culinary I with the addition of catering opportunities; wholesale; purchasing and 

inventory cost and control.  Advanced culinary techniques will be demonstrated and practiced.   

 

Clothing and Textiles 1 (1 term)                               Credit:5 

Regular (Grades 9-12)                                                                                                                   Prerequisite: None 
This orientation course is planned to provide opportunities to develop knowledge and understanding of textiles, fabric trends fashions 

as related to customer needs, emphasis on color, line and design in fashion. In this class, the student will learn to thread and run a 

modern sewing machine and a serger. The student will gain knowledge and skill at hand sewing and touch the basics of designing and 

creating a useable product.             

                      

Parenting (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

      Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None

The course content includes the following duty areas: 

1. Gaining knowledge of family structure, trends affecting family and the changes that parenthood brings. Applying the 

basic principles of the parenting process; practicing health and safety standards as related to parenting, providing which  

incurange experiences which encourage parent, children, and adolescents relationships; and evaluating the impact of 

parenting on family and career changes. 

2. Special attention is given to the needs of teenage parents and to the importance of readiness for parenthood including the 

prioritizing of needs and wants in relation to meeting physical, social and emotional and intellectual needs. 

3. Students will demonstrate the ability to show empathy, respect and support for others, and to listen attentively and adapt 

to change. In addition, the parenting course of study includes knowledge and skill development in utilizing resources and 

consumer information by applying goal-setting and decision-making skills; evaluating use of resources to meet social, 

physical and emotional and intellectual needs; and accomplishing mutual goals by utilizing human resources. 

 

Living Environments (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit .5 

Prerequisite:  None 

In this introductory Interior Design course, students examine the interrelationship of human needs, culture and housing.  They trace 

the development of housing from primitive shelter to today’s high tech homes.  Students learn about design in housing, floor plans, 

housing construction and materials, furniture styles, appliances and decorating materials.  A final project will be prepared and their 

design presented as if there is a client-designer relationship. 

 

Introduction to Child Development ( 1 term)              Credit: .5 

Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11, 12)                 Prerequisite: None 

VALEES#H125 Child Development introduces to many aspects of the developing child and begins with prenatal development. The 

course also includes the social, emotional, physical, and intellectual development of infants, and preschool children. Students will 

observe in the preschool lab. The students will be able to identify developmentally appropriate materials and experiences for young 

children. Additional topics include health and safety standards for young children criteria for selecting quality childcare and careers 

that involve work with young children.

Art Fundamentals 2D (1 Term)  

Regular Grades (9,10,11,12) 

                                                                    Prerequisite: None 

Students will view a variety of cultural styles as they learn to use basic black and white, dry, wet, and mixed 2D media doing still life, 

perspective, and portrait drawing.  Three major aesthetic styles will be covered.  Students will gather and describe examples, design 

solutions to problems, apply processes, and assess products and performances.  Students are encouraged to take Fundamentals 3D 
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after Fundamentals 2D, because Fundamentals 3D introduces students to all 3D art classes.  Portfolio development begins in this class 

and continues to be developed throughout all art classes. 

 
Art Fundamentals 3D (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  

Credit: .5   

Prerequisite: None

Fundamentals 3D is a parallel class to Fundamentals 2D.The major difference is that this class incorporates the use of 3D media 

materials. The art disciplines lightly covered will be all those offered in our four year art program. Students taking Fundamentals 3D 

will find it easy to knowledgeably select future art classes.  

 

Digital Art 1 (1 term)                    Credit .5 

Regular (Grades 9,10,11,12)       Pre-requisite: C or higher in KMS or a  

Fundamentals class 

Digital Art 1 is designed for students who are interested in a career in layout, illustration, graphic design, digital art, and advertising. 

Using a computer as the main medium, the students will create digital art. This class is an art class, which will focus on principles and 

the elements of design. 

 

 

Drawing I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

 

Credit: .5                                                                

Prerequisite: Art Fund 2D or 3D 

Students will study a variety of cultural styles, subject matter, compositional problems, and black and white drawing processes as they 

evaluate product and performance solutions. 
 

Drawing II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Drawing I 

Students will gain knowledge and skill of dominant characteristic color drawing styles, designs, processes, and product or 

performance methods of assessment.   
 

Ceramics I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Art Fund 2D or 3D 

Students will gain knowledge and skill of global ceramic forms, design applications, studio techniques, and product or performance 

assessment procedures.  Students will learn the characteristics of clay, slip, under glaze, glaze, over glaze, global techniques, and 

decorating procedures for green ware, bisque ware, and glaze ware, as they model, assemble, carve, cast, wheel throw, and hand-build 

a variety of fine and applied basic ceramic art forms. 

 

Ceramics II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5   

Prerequisite: Ceramics I

Ceramics II students will master the concepts and procedures learned in Ceramics I.  Fine and applied ceramic items will be larger, 

more complex and require a high degree of skill.  A great deal of independent work will go into research, planning, practice, 

interpretation, evaluation, and production.  Students will be required to have their well researched plans approved, by their instructor, 

prior to coming to class.  Ten STEN visits will be arranged for this purpose.  STEN will also be used for voluntary pottery wheel 

catch-up work. 

 

 

Painting I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

 

Credit: .5  

Prerequisite: Art Fund 2D or 3D

 Painting I students will analyze traditional and contemporary cultural models, aesthetic concepts, design applications, ceramic 

procedures and assessment methods.  Painting grounds will be stone, ceramic wares, plaster, glass, wood, synthetic clays, canvas 

and/or canvas board.  The major media covered will be tempera, watercolor, oil, acrylic, encaustic and fresco.  Students will pick three 

of the above media to focus on in greater depth.  

 

Painting II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5  

Prerequisite: Painting I 

Painting II students will add to their understanding and mastery of models, concepts, applications, and techniques as they solve and 

assess painting problems.  Research and planning will be required prior to the use of paint.  Students will focus on three chosen 

painting media of interest to them.  They will have their researched plans approved by their instructor prior to coming to class.  Ten 

STEN visits will be arranged for this purpose.  Materials will be set "out" in advance of class time. 
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Design I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)      

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Art Fund 2D or 3D 

This applied art course will focus on craft and/or product design (jewelry, textiles, mosaics, paper crafts, fashion design, interior 

design and the like).  Collaboration with other disciplines will be encouraged. 
 

Design II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  Design I

This applied art course will do advanced work in fashion design, architectural design, model making, product design, graphic design, 

and 3D display design.  Student actions will be guided by posed career problems. 
 

Sculpture (1 Term)             
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Art Fund 2D or 3D 

Students in Sculpture will analyze a variety of global, traditional and contemporary, sculptural forms.  Four major techniques will be 

used: modeling, carving, assembling, and casting, with a variety of media adding special interest.  (paper, clay, wax, plaster, rubber, 

metal, plastic, and transformable "junk".  Armatures will be used for figurative art. 
 

 

 

 

Theatre 
 Theatre Appreciation (1 Term)          
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5        

Prerequisite: None 

This course is an introduction to theatre elements and performing. The students will learn about the sensory, formal, technical and 

expressive elements of Drama/Theatre. The emphasis is on the art and craft of theatre including: acting, design concepts, significant 

works and the characteristics of theatre. Students learn by doing, reading, watching, and performing. 
 

Acting Workshop (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  None

This class allows students the opportunity to develop acting and interpersonal skills.  The course of study includes the fundamentals of 

stage acting and improvisation. The emphasis is on speech and vocal skills, theatrical movement and ensemble work. This class is 

process orientated, rather than performance base. 

 

Acting Essentials (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

In this course, the students will explore the stylistic elements of performance. They will develop basic knowledge in character 

development, script analysis, stage movement, auditioning skills and the rehearsal process. At the end of the term, the students will 

showcase and evaluate their work. 

 

 

Technical Theatre I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None

Students will develop skills in the areas of theatre safety, design concepts, production, management and organization.  Students will 

explore the principles involved in creating environments for theatre.  They will explore lighting, sound, set design/building, stage 

management and play production.  The class members will be actively involved in the operation of the auditorium and the class earns 

points toward certification for auditorium events employment. 

 

Technical Theatre II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: B in Technical Theatre 

Students will further develop skills in the areas of theatre safety, design concepts, production, management and organization.  Students 

will acquire additional knowledge concerning the areas of lighting, sound, set design/building, stage management and play production.  

The class members will be actively involved in the operation of the auditorium and the class earns points toward certification for 

auditorium events employment. 
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Music 
 

Mixed Chorus (Alternating days for 4 Terms)       
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: 1        

Prerequisite: None 

This choir is for the student who wants to learn basic choral skills and has the desire to sing in a group.  This group is not auditioned, 

and newcomers as well as students who have sung in groups before are welcome.  The purpose of this class is to teach students the 

life-long skill of learning to use their voice effectively in a choral situation.  Students participate in four major performances each 

year. These performances include the fall, Holiday, and spring concert, along with the IHSA organizational contest in April.  Students 

are expected to learn and take tests on music theory as it pertains to singing. They will also take vocal assessments and attend all 

rehearsals and performances scheduled outside the school day.  Members of this ensemble also have the opportunity to participate in 

state solo/ensemble contest.  This class meets every other day, alternating with PE/Mixed Chorus or Band. 
 

Concert Choir (Alternating days for 4 Terms)       
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12)  

Credit: 1       

Prerequisite: Audition 

This choir is select group of students who have passed a vocal and music theory audition.  The purpose of this class is to teach the 

students the life-long skill of learning to use their voice effectively in a choral situation.  Students participate in four major 

performances each year. These performances include the fall, Holiday, and spring concert, along with the IHSA organizational contest 

in April.  Members of this choir can audition for special groups such as the Madrigal Singers and participate in the state IHSA 

Solo/Ensemble contest.  Students are be expected to take tests on music theory as it pertains to singing, take voice exams, and attend 

all rehearsals and performances scheduled outside the school day.  Concert Choir students are expected to work at a higher level, both 

in class work and performance.  This class meets every other day, alternating with PE/Concert Choir/Madrigals/or Concert choir 

music Theory. Concert choir also takes a performance tour every other year. 
 

Treble Choir (Alternating day for 4 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9,10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

This choir is for the female student who wants to learn basic choral skills and has the desire to sing in a group.  This group is not 

auditioned, and newcomers, as well as students who have sung in groups before are welcome.  The purpose of this class is to teach the 

students the life-long skill of learning to use their voice effectively in a choral situation.  Students will perform in three major 

performances. Students will be expected to learn and take tests on music theory as it pertains to singing, take voice exams, and attend 

all rehearsals and performances, scheduled outside the school day.  This class will meet every other day, alternating with PE/Treble 

Choir. 
 

Madrigal Singers (Alternating days for 2 Terms)        
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5          

Prerequisite: Concert Choir 

This course is for students who have auditioned and been selected as a performer for the Madrigal performance in December.  The 

students study music of the Renaissance era and present a Renaissance Madrigal Feast.  They also study the music history of the 

Renaissance period.  This class meets during the same block as Concert Choir but on alternating days, with Concert Choir meeting on 

one day and Madrigals on the opposite day. 

 

Piano Keyboarding (1 Term)                  
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5                     

Prerequisite: None 

This class is intended for students with NO piano skills.  Students learn the basics of piano playing (proper use of each hand, scale 

patterns, chords, two hands together, etc.) and basic music reading skills.  The course will be taught using MIDI electronic keyboards 

with the aid of computers. 
 

Music Theory I (1 Term)                     
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5                              

Prerequisite: None

This course teaches the basic fundamentals of the theory of music.  Topics included are note names, rhythm, scales, chords, and basic 

composition.  The students are aided in the class by MIDI electronic keyboards, and music theory programs on the computer.  No 

piano skills needed. Students will be required to purchase text books for dual credit courses. Dual Credit 

 

Music Theory II (1 Term)                    
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5                                       

Prerequisite: "B" or better in Music Theory I

This course will teach intermediate to advanced concepts of the theory of music as a continuation of Music Theory I.  The students 

will learn musical concepts as they apply universally to composition.  Then students will use the music technology lab to create their 

musical compositions.  
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Concert Band (Alternating days for 4 Terms)             
Regular (Grades 9-12)  

Credit: 1   

Prerequisite: Band in Middle School, Audition

This course provides instrumental ensemble performance for woodwind, and brass percussion students.  The purpose of this course is 

to teach the life-long skill of music.  Students participate in the following events or performance: marching band contests, football 

games, the Indoor Marching Band Concert, basketball games, the Winter Concert, the Spring Concert, graduation ceremony, 

Memorial Day ceremony, and parades.  Students are expected to do homework, practice, take tests, and attend all rehearsals and 

performances scheduled outside of the school day.  This course meets every other day, alternating with PE/Band or Jazz Band. 

 

Jazz Band I (Alternating Days for Terms 1&2) 
Regular (Grades 9-12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: HS Band and Audition 

This performance ensemble is a select group of 20-25 students who have passed a jazz audition.  The purpose of this course is to teach 

life-long skills of music.  Students participate in the Holiday Concert as well as other scheduled performances outside of school.  This 

course meets during the same block as Band, but on alternating days. Students must be in band. 
 

Jazz Band II (Alternating Days for Terms 3&4) 
Regular (Grades 9-12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  HS Band and Audition 

This performance ensemble is a select group of 20-25 students who have passed a jazz audition.  The purpose of this course is to teach 

life-long skills of music.  Students participate in the Concerts that correspond with the term as well as basketball games and other 

scheduled performances outside of school.  This course meets during the same block as Band but on alternating days.  Students must 

be in band. 

  

Percussion Band (Alternating Days for 4 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9-12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Band in MS or Audition 

This course provides instrumental ensemble performance for percussion students.  The purpose of this course is to teach the students 

the life-long skill of music.  Students participate in the following events or performance; marching band contests, football games, the 

Indoor Marching Band Concert, the Holiday Concert, basketball games, the Sick of Winter Concert, IHSA Contest, the Spring 

Concert, graduation ceremony, and parades.  Students are expected to do homework, practice, take tests, and attend all rehearsals and 

performances scheduled out side of the school day. Percussion students may also have the opportunity to perform with Jazz band 

which meets at the same time.

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Spanish I (2 Terms)                         
Regular (Grades 9-12)  

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite for Grade 9: B average in MS English 

For Grades 10-12: C average in High School English   

Four skills are essential in a foreign language; listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  Spanish I students build a foundation for 

those valued skills by learning basic grammar and vocabulary, which are practiced and reinforced with oral and written work.  Basic 

Hispanic culture and geography are also studied.  Students are expected to learn a minimum of 50 words per week and must study on a 

daily basis to have retention of material.  Spanish I is only offered 2
nd

 semester. 
 

Spanish II (2 Terms)  
Regular (Grades 10-12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Average of C or better in Spanish I

Building upon grammar concepts introduced in first year as well as teaching new vocabulary will help develop the four language skills 

of reading, writing, speaking, and listening.  This will give students a good background in Spanish.  Cultural topics and discussions 

about the Hispanic world are included this year.  An average 50-75 words will be taught each week, and in order to succeed, students 

must study on a daily basis to have retention of material.  This course needs to be taken the 1
st
 semester after Spanish I. (See 

sequencing chart above) 
 

Spanish III (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10-12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Average of C or better in Spanish II

This course emphasizes conversation, reading, and composition. Culture, history, and geography of Spain are explored.  Vocabulary 

building and advanced grammar skills are studied to benefit the student’s reading, writing, speaking, and comprehension skills. (See 

sequencing chart above.) 
 

Spanish IV (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Average of B or better in Spanish III

Spanish IV is a continuation of the skills learned in third year study.  Cultural topics are explored.  Short Stories are read to increase 

reading and comprehension skills.  Advanced grammar is studied as well as a review of previous grammar topics.  Advanced 

conversation and compositions are stressed to develop speaking and writing skills in the language. (See sequencing chart above.) 

 

Advanced Placement (AP) Spanish V (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  B or better in Spanish IV 

This course includes cultural topics, and advanced study of grammar and conversation.  Literary genre such as short stories, a novel 

and writing in the language will be an integral part of this class.  During the course, students prepare to take the AP exam by 

practicing reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills. (See sequencing chart above.) 
 

 

French I (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9-12)  

Credit: 1   

Prerequisite Grade 9: B average in MS English 

Grade 10-12: C average in HS English  

The ultimate goal in the study of a living language is to train the student to understand speak it him/herself, and read and write the 

language.  In French I, students move toward this goal through hearing, speaking, reading, and writing French.  Basic grammar and 

constant expansion of vocabulary are stressed.  French culture and geography are also introduced. French I is only offered 3
rd

 and 4
th

 

term.  In order to be able to take AP French V a student must start the sequence as a freshman. (See sequencing chart on previous 

page). 

 

French II (2 Terms)  
Regular (Grades 10-12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: C or better in French I 

This continuation of the preceding course moves the student closer to the ultimate goal by using the same method outlined for French 

I.  A review of French I grammatical principles, more reading of advanced material, and an expansion of vocabulary and new 

grammar principles characterize the components of French II.  A complete civilization unit on Paris, as well as other cultural topics 

included on the French II level.  This course needs to be taken the fall term after French I.   French II is only taught 1
st
 and 2

nd
 terms. 

(See sequencing chart on previous page.) 
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French III (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10-12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: C or better in French II

In this course, advanced composition and oral work are stressed.  More is learned about the history, culture, institutions, and general 

makeup of the French world through the use of textbook materials, cultural units, and current French newspapers.  A grammar review 

is conducted, so the student becomes more proficient in reading, writing, and speaking the language.  French III is only taught 1
st
 and 

2
nd

 terms.  Students planning to take French IV should try to take it 3
rd

 and 4
th

 term of the same year. (See sequencing chart on 

previous page.)  

 

French IV (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: C or better in French III 

This course continues the program of study begun in French III with added emphasis on the study of French literature.  Several 

cultural capsules are introduced including more current issues concerning French society.  Advanced grammar and composition are 

stressed as well as a general review of previous grammar topics.  French IV is only taught 3
rd

 and 4
th

 term. (See sequencing chart on 

previous page.)  

 

Advanced Placement (AP) French V (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grade 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  B or better in French IV

This course is an extension and enrichment of the existing four levels of French.  It includes advanced study of grammar and an 

introduction to literature in the form of a classical play, poetry, a novel and a short story.  This class includes advanced conversational 

topics and writing and listening skills that will prepare the student to take the AP exam if desired (not required).

English Language and Literature 
 

Class of 2010: 3.5 credits required (3 English, .5 Speech) 

Class of 2012: 4.5 credits required (4 English, .5 Speech) 

 

 

English 9 (Writing Intensive) 

(2 Terms)   
Regular (Grade 9) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

This core course is required of all freshmen students, except those students taking English 9 Enhanced.  Here, students will work to 

improve their reading and writing skills throughout the semester. The content of the class includes vocabulary enhancement, the study 

of various works of literature, grammar study, and writing. This class is considered writing intensive because each literature unit 

includes a capstone writing piece and many of the final unit exams include essay questions. 
 

English 9 Enhanced (Writing Intensive) 

(2 terms) 
Regular (Grade 9) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: A in 8
th

 Grade Language Arts 

 or B in 8
th

 grade Challenge English 

This course is an alternative to English 9 and has been designed to meet the needs of students who are gifted in Language Arts.  

Literature study will focus on the question: what roles do fate and personal responsibility play in human life?  Major pieces of 

literature to be studied include Romeo and Juliet, Macbeth, To Kill A Mockingbird, Montana 1948, and Monster.  Students will be 

asked to examine not only the literary merits of a piece but also its connection to the writer and the audience for which it was written.  

Writing instruction will focus on refining and expanding upon the students’ existing skills in a variety of genres.  Grammar and 

vocabulary instruction will focus on improving written and verbal communication. The class is considered writing intensive because 

each literature unit includes a capstone writing piece and many of the final unit exams includes essay questions. 
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English 10 (Writing Intensive) 

(2 Terms) 

Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite English 9

This core course is required of all sophomore students, except for those students taking English 10 Enhanced.  In English 10, students 

will continue to work on improving their reading and writing skills; additionally, vocabulary acquisition, grammar and research skills 

are also included in this course.  Literature study involves the following genres: poetry, the Greek tragedy Medea, Shakespearean 

drama, and nonfiction, in particular the work entitled All But My Life. This course is writing intensive; students will write numerous 

essays as well as a research paper. 

 

English 10 Enhanced (Writing Intensive) 

(2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite A in regular English 9  

or B in English 9 Enhanced 

Enhanced English 10 is offered to sophomore students looking to engage in challenging reading, writing, and research. Reading skills 

are challenged through working with such academically weighty texts as the following: Medea, The Taming of the Shrew, The 

Stranger, and 1984. Poetry is also an integral element of the class as is vocabulary and grammar study. Because each unit contains a 

thesis-driven composition and all exams contain numerous complex essay questions, this is a writing intensive course. 

 

Speech (1 Term)  
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 0.5 

Prerequisite: None 

This is a required course in public speaking concentrating on informative, entertaining, and persuasive speaking.  The course covers 

the following content areas: public speaking skills, listening skills, organization, and research. The course also includes a look at the 

effects of the mass media.  Speech class is an activity-orientated class where students present numerous speeches throughout the term.  

The instructors develop and maintain a positive speaking environment, and it is hoped that the course will build a student’s self 

confidence in his/her ability to speak effectively in front of an audience.  

 

English 11 (Writing Intensive) 

(2 Terms)  
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: English 10

This core course is required of all junior students except those taking American Studies or the Enhanced English 11 class.  Students 

will continue to polish their reading and writing skills through the study of American literature. This course is writing intensive: 

students will be required to write a research paper, at least two additional essays and several in-class argumentative assignments.  

Students will read a variety of literary genres, continue vocabulary study and practice skills in grammar and mechanics. 

 

English 11 Enhanced (Writing Intensive) 

 (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: A in regular English 10  

or B in Enhanced English 10 

This course is an alternative to English 11 and has been designed to meet the needs of talented English students.  Literature study will 

focus on the development of American literature from the Puritans to the present and the common theme of the American Dream.  

Major pieces of literature to be studied include The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, The Great Gatsby, Their Eyes Were Watching 

God, and Death of a Salesman. Students will be asked to examine not only the literary merits of a piece, but also its connection to the 

writer and its place in American cultural history.  Writing instruction will focus on refining and expanding upon the students existing 

skills in a variety of genres.  Grammar and vocabulary instruction will focus on improving written and verbal communication. 

 

English as a Second Language (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: Placement 

The E.S.L. class is for students whose primary language is other than English.  This class provides intensive reading, writing, and 

speaking of English.  The goal of which, is to enable students to reach age appropriate reading, writing and speaking of English. 
 
 

American Studies (Writing Intensive) 

(4 Terms)  
Regular (Grade 11) 

 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: English 10 

This course satisfies the American History and English 11 requirements for junior students.  It is taught in a team setting by one Social 

Studies teacher and one English teacher.  This interdisciplinary course emphasizes problem solving, cooperative learning, and student 

presentations to explore the connection between history and literature.  Students read several non-fiction pieces as well as poetry, short 

stories, and novels that deal with major historical events and themes.  Events are presented chronologically from the Civil War to the 

present, and themes will include the frontier, the immigration experience, and changes in U.S. foreign policy.  Students will also refine 

composition skills through writing in response to history and literature. 
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English 12 (Writing Intensive)  

(2 Terms)  
Regular (Grade 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: English 11 

This course, allows students to polish and refine their reading and writing skills through the study of British Literature.  Students will 

study a variety of literary genres, including poetry, prose and drama. This course is writing intensive; students will write at least three 

papers and all exams include numerous, complex essay questions. Students will write and continue to study vocabulary as well as 

grammar/mechanics as needed. 
 

Creative Writing I (Writing Intensive) 

(1 Term)     
Regular (9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit:  .5                                

Prerequisite:  C or better in previous English Class

This course involves the in-depth study of the elements of fiction writing and numerous poetic forms.  The course is designed for 

students who are interested in pursuing their own creative writing talents and interests.  (Elective course, does not meet English 

graduation requirements.) 
 

Creative Writing II (Writing Intensive)    

 (1 Term)      
Regular   (9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5      

Prerequisite:  B or better in Creative Writing I 

This course will allow students to further develop and refine the writing skills they learned in Creative Writing I.  In addition class 

members serve as the executive board that will select, edit, and produce the school literary magazine. Students will also learn press 

law basics as it relates to their publication (Elective course-does not meet English graduation requirements.) 

     
Yearbook Production  

(2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  None 

This course is focused on creating the Pennon, the Kaneland High School yearbook. Students will design all the pages, write all the 

stories and choose all of the pictures for the yearbook. In addition, they will study terminology related to those subjects, design trends 

and practice a variety of writing techniques. They will be responsible for setting and meeting deadlines, working within a budget, 

selling the book, managing the sales data, and using online publishing software. Students will work with teams in the class, and with 

school personnel, publisher representatives and professional photographers as needed to produce the school yearbook. Students will 

also study the various legal responsibilities and rights associated with a publication like the Pennon, and they will work under the 

guidelines and expectations as established by both the law and the rules set forth by the class. (Elective course does not meet English 

graduation requirements.) 
 

Advanced Placement (AP) English Literature 

and Composition (Writing Intensive) 

 (3 Terms) 
Honors (Grade 12) 

Credit: 1.5 

Prerequisite:  A in English 11 or American Studies;  

B in English 11 Enhanced  

This course engages students in careful reading and critical analysis of the literary works of both American and British writers, and it 

prepares students for the Advanced Placement Examination.  The course includes an intensive study of representative literary works 

from various genres and periods.  Reading is accompanied by thoughtful discussion and writing.  Close reading by students involve 

the following elements of study: the experience of literature (responding with pre-critical impression and emotional response), the 

interpretation of literature (analyzing to understand multiple meanings), and the evaluation of literature (considering the social and/or 

cultural value of the work).  Frequent writing assignments that focus on critical analysis of literature are given and include expository, 

analytical, and argumentative essays.  Timed writings are also assigned in preparation for the AP exam.  In addition, each AP student 

is required to complete a summer assignment by the first day of class. AP English Literature and Composition is a senior-level English 

course and meets English graduation requirement for senior English. 
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Journalism 
 

 

Introduction to Newswriting I (Writing 

Intensive) 

(Terms 1 & 2) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12) 

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisites: Grade 9 with B or better in 8
th

 grade 

language arts. 

This course is intended for students with strong reading and writing skills. The purpose of Introduction to Newswriting is threefold: to 

expose students to reporting and interviewing experience; to improve writing techniques while building newswriting skills, and to 

examine the consumer’s role and viewpoint in a media-oriented society.  Students learn the basics of journalistic writing through units 

in reporting, story structure, news coverage, sports writing, and feature writing.  In addition, they study mass media fundamentals, 

journalism history, propaganda, TV/radio news, and press law basics.  Students write for publication in the local press and student 

newspaper.  Students also spend a portion of each period in the publications lab, learning publication terms, studying the reporter 

manual and style guide, learning the specifics of using the Macs and the camera, and reporting, writing and typing beats, Krier stories 

and on-line News Bureau stories.  Please note that Introduction to Newswriting I and Introduction to Newswriting II must both be 

taken before a student can enroll in Advanced Journalistic Studies. (INW I is an elective course and does not meet English graduation 

requirements.)   
 

 

Introduction to Newswriting II (Writing 

Intensive) (Terms 3 & 4)   
Regular (9, 10, 11, 12) 

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Grade 9 with B or better in 8
th

 grade 

language arts  

This course is intended for students with strong reading and writing skills. The purpose of Introduction to Newswriting II is to 

acquaint students with some of the physical aspects of newspaper work with units in typography, press production, page makeup and 

design, headline writing, advertising, poll taking/info graphics and photojournalism.  Students also focus on copyediting and opinion 

writing, including editorials, columns and reviews. A unit of journalistic non-fiction is included with the study of the book, Hiroshima, 

by John Hersey.  In addition, students briefly review news writing/reporting fundamentals and continue to write for publication in the 

local press and student newspaper in preparation for Advanced Journalistic Studies.  Students also spend a portion of each period in 

the publications lab learning publication terms, studying the reporter manual and style guide, learning the specifics of using the Macs 

and publications cameras, and reporting, writing and typing beats, Krier stories and on-line Kaneland News Bureau stories.  Please 

note that Introduction to Newswriting I and Introduction to Newswriting II must both be taken before a student can enroll in Advanced 

Journalistic Studies. (INW II is an elective course and does not meet English graduation requirements.)  

 

 

Advanced Journalistic Studies and Publications 

(Writing Intensive) 

Lab (4 Terms) Regular (Grades 10-12)  

                                                                                    Credit: 2 
Prerequisite: English 9, with B in Introduction to News 

writing I & II

The purpose of Advanced Journalistic Studies is to study and put into practice editorial decision-making and staff coordination by 

working intensively in a variety of areas of publication work.  Course study includes an in-depth approach to newswriting and editing, 

editorial reporting and editorial board functions, column work, community reporting, school board coverage, investigative/center 

spread reporting, newsmagazine production, supplement scheduling, grammar for journalists and publication style, student press law 

rights and responsibilities, principles of coverage (libel, obscenity and disruption issues), photography for student publications, 

typographic/visual specifications and techniques, page design applications, poll design/implementation/graphing, brainstorming and 

team building, and ad sales and business practices.  Two units in journalistic non-fiction are included with the study of the books, All 

the Presidentôs Men, by Carl Bernstein and Bob Woodward and Hiroshima,by John Hersey. Students study publications like the 

Chicago Tribune and may do other assigned outside reading. In addition, students serve as editors or managers in connection with the 

student newspaper and/or Kaneland News Bureau, which serves the local press.  Lab time is regularly scheduled to practice work that 

has been presented in class; students are required to put in work session time before or after school as production deadlines dictate. 

(AJS is an elective course and does not meet English graduation requirements.) 
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 Adv. Placement Language and Composition 

(Writing Intensive) (4Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: B in the previous core English Class  

B in Advanced Journalistic Studies 

 

The purpose of this class is to offer college-level composition study and practice to exceptional journalism students who entered 

journalism coursework as freshmen or sophomores and have subsequently completed Introduction to Newswriting I & II and 

Advanced Journalistic Studies by the end of their sophomore or junior year. This course provides a third year of formal journalism 

study that offers writing practice in preparation for college placement through a specific study of journalistic and rhetorical modes and 

devices.  Students complete a variety of writing assignments and projects, including critical reviews, autobiographical and memoir 

writing, specialized feature work, and first amendment research/writing. Students learn critical reading and writing strategies, and 

build compositional and style skills in preparation for the advanced placement exam in English Language and Composition. Units in 

journalistic fiction and non-fiction are included with the study of Narrative of Fredrick Douglass by Fredrick Douglas and In Cold 

Blood by Truman Capote.  In addition, students serve as editors in an executive capacity for the student newspaper and free-lance for 

local and other press.  Lab time will be regularly scheduled to practice work that has been presented in class; students are required to 

put in work session time before or after school as production deadlines dictate. Completion of a summer assignment prior to taking the 

class is required of each student. Dual enrollment in AP Language and AP Literature is recommended, but not required. 

 

 AP Language is a senior-level English course and meets English graduation requirement for senior English; however, juniors enrolled 

in AP Language must be concurrently enrolled in English 11, Enhanced English 11, or American Studies. 

 

 

 

 

 

Mathematics 
 

Department Chair – Kenneth Dentino - Ext. 307 

 

Calculators:  The Math department recommends that students purchase a 

 TI-83 Plus or TI 84 Plus calculator by Texas Instruments. The use of algebra solving technology is not 

allowed until after the completion of Algebra 3/Trigonometry. (Example TI-89 or TI-92 calculators)  
All students enrolled in an enhanced math class will be required to attend at least one informational meeting 

about math competition.  Students are also strongly encouraged to participate, in the math competitions. 

1. Credit Algebra content, 1. Credit Geometry content, and 1. Credit Elective Math required. 

 

 

Pre-Algebra (2 Terms)        
Regular (Grade 9, 10)  

Credit:  1                

Prerequisite:  D or below in MS math, teacher placement, 

placement test score

This course is designed to prepare students for Algebra 1A and Algebra 1B 4-term.  Topics will include addition and subtraction, 

multiplication and division, working with decimal numbers, fractions, number theory, integers, graphing, rational numbers, ratios, 

percents and proportions.  Supplemental material will be used as well as computer aided instruction. 

 

           

             Credit: 1

Algebra 1A (2Terms) 
Regular (Grade 9, 10)  

 (Counts as 1/2 math credit toward graduation)                       

Prerequisite: Pre-Algebra  

This course focuses on the study of variables and linear expressions.  Concepts incorporated into these include the following: 

foundations for algebra, equations, inequalities and linear functions. Real world applications are utilized. More supplemental material 

will be provided to assist the students in the comprehension of the concepts. 
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Algebra 1 B (2 Terms)                                         Credit:1 

Regular (grade 9, 10)               (counts as ½ math and credit toward graduation) 
                                                  Prerequisite: Algebra 1 A (2terms) 
This course focuses on the study of variables and expressions. Concepts incorporated into these include the following: systems of 

equations and inequalities, exponents and polynomials, factoring polynomials, quadratic functions and equations, data analysis and 

probability, exponential and radical functions. Real world applications are utilized. More supplemental material will be provided to 

assist the students in the comprehension of the concepts. 

 

Algebra 1 (2 Terms)            
Regular (Grade 9) 

  

Credit:  1              

Prerequisite:  C or higher in MS math, or MS teacher 

recommendation or placement test score

This course focuses on the study of variables and linear expressions.  Concepts incorporated into these include:  graphing, rate factors, 

counting, principles, geometry of 2 and 3 dimensional objects, scientific notation, exponents and roots.  Other concepts introduced in 

this course include:  quadratic equations, polynomials, linear systems of equations, and various types of functions.  Real world 

applications are utilized. 
 

Elements of Geometry (2 Term)         
Regular (Grades 10, 11) 

Credit:  1            

                           Prerequisite: Algebra IB or Pass Algebra 1 

This course will cover basic geometry.  Topics included are: patterns and inductive reasoning, segments and angles, parallel and 

perpendicular lines, triangle relationships, quadrilaterals, similarity, polygons and area, surface area and volume and right triangle 

trigonometry.  Additional aids will be used to assist students in the comprehension of the material. 

 

Mathematics for Careers (2 Term)                 Credit 1 

          Prerequisite: Elements of Geometry or Geometry 

This course is designed to prepare students to focus on the problem solving skills necessary to succeed in the trades as their future 

employment. These trades would include; carpenter, electrician, plumber, welder, or medical technician. In addition, this course will 

contain a consumer component to future prepare students for life after high school. 
 

 

Geometry (2 Terms)         
Regular (Grade 10, 11, 12)     

Credit:  1   

Prerequisite: A in Algebra 1A and Algebra 1B, C- or 

better in Algebra 1, or Pass Elements of Geometry

The Geometry course will give the students a solid foundation in geometric relationships and logical reasoning, which will prepare 

them for future mathematics courses in high school and college. Topics included are: relationships among parts of figures, including 

properties of parallel and perpendicular objects, triangles, quadrilaterals, polygons, and circles. The course uses the natural connection 

between algebra and properties of drawings, explores transformations, congruence, similarity, surface area and volume, and right 

triangle trigonometry. Limited proof writing follows a carefully sequenced development of the logical and conceptual precursors to 

reasoning and proof. 

 

 
 

Enhanced Geometry (2 Terms)          
Regular (Grade 9, 10) 

Credit:  1           

Prerequisite:  8
th

 grade Algebra 

The Enhanced Geometry curriculum is designed for academically gifted students and for those students who successfully completed 

the MS challenge program class, who are willing to work to meet the expectations and increased rigor of the course. This course 

explores relationships among parts of figures, including properties of parallel and perpendicular objects, triangles, quadrilaterals and 

circles.  This course uses the natural connection between algebra and properties of drawings, explores transformations, congruence, 

similarity, surface area and trigonometry functions.  There will also be group projects and concentrated work with proof writing. 

Participation in the mathematics competition is expected.  

 

Transition to College Mathematics (2 Terms)        
Regular     (Grades 10, 11, 12)              

Credit: 1  

Prerequisite:  Below B in Algebra 1 and Geometry 

This class is designed for students who need a review of their skills in basic Algebra and Geometry.  It prepares college prep students 

for college level math courses.  The class covers properties of real numbers, equation solving, inequalities, graphing, basic properties 

of polygons, proportion, area, properties of congruence and similarity, linear equations and graph solutions, and algebraic connections 

with geometry and trigonometry.  The class will also focus on work-key related problems to assist students in preparation for the 

PSAE and ACT. The class will not count as a college preparation credit. Algebra II students or higher may not register for the class 

without teacher consent.   This class should be taken before Algebra II. 
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Algebra 2 (2 Terms)                  
Regular (Grade 10, 11, 12)  

        

 

Credit:1 

Prerequisite:  C or better in Algebra 

1 & Geometry OR B or better in 

TCM 

This course is designed for the college-bound student. Topics covered include: Functions, linear and quadratic equations, systems of 

equations, polynomials, logarithmic and exponential functions, rational and irrational expressions, trigonometry, and other topics as 

time permits. Graphing calculators are used extensively. 

 

Algebra 2 (3 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12) 

 

Credit 1.5 

Prerequisite:   below “C” in Algebra 1, 

Geometry or TCM with B or below 

This course is designed for the 4-year college-bound students who require more supplemental material and more time to learn 

mathematical concepts.  Topics covered include: Functions, linear and quadratic equations, systems of equations, polynomials, 

logarithmic and exponential functions, rational and irrational expressions, trigonometry, and other topics as time permits. Graphing 

calculators are used extensively. 

 
Algebra 2 Enhanced (2 Terms)       
Regular (Grade 9, 10) 

 

Credit:  1         

Prerequisite:  B or Better in Enhanced Geometry OR A  

in Algebra 1 and Geometry

The Enhanced Algebra II curriculum is designed for academically gifted students and for those students who have earned either an A 

or B in Enhanced Geometry or Regular Geometry class, who are willing to work to meet the expectations and increased academic 

rigor of the course.  This course involves an in-depth study of a variety of topics including lines, logarithms, quadratic equations, 

conic sections, systems, statistics, matrices, and trigonometry.  There is a heavy emphasis on applications.  Graphing calculators are 

used extensively. Participation in the mathematics competitions is encouraged. 

 

Algebra 3 and Trigonometry (2 Terms)       
Regular     (Grade 11, 12)  

Credit:  1 

Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 “C” or better 

This course is a continuation of Algebra II and is designed to prepare the students for Pre-Calculus. Topics will include modeling data, 

statistical analysis, rational functions, conic sections, trigonometric graphs, trigonometric identities, trigonometric proofs, translations 

on graphs, finding zeros, logarithmic functions, vectors and their properties, matrices and their applications, and series and sequences. 
 

 

Analysis (2 Terms)        
Regular   (Grades 10, 11)  

Credit: 1 

                 Prerequisite:  Enhanced Algebra 2 - B or better 

or A in Algebra 2 with Teacher Recommendation

The topics included in the course are, but are not limited to: functions and their graphs, polynomial and rational functions, exponential 

and logarithmic functions, Trigonometric functions, analytic trigonometry, additional topics in trigonometry, linear systems and 

matrices, sequences and series, topics in analytic Geometry, Analytic Geometry in 3 dimensions, Limits and in Introduction to 

Calculus. 
 

Pre-Calculus (2 Terms)                
Regular (Grades 11, 12)         

Credit:  1 

                                       Prerequisite:  Algebra 3 C or better 

This is a Dual Credit course. Students are required to place into this course by successfully completing the Waubonsee Placement test 

or earning a 28 or better on the math portion of the ACT. This course consists of a general study of limits and continuity, 

differentiation and applications, integration and applications, logarithmic and exponential functions, and other related topics if time 

permits.  This course is for students with an interest in mathematics, economics, engineering, physics, and other scientific fields. 

 

AP Calculus 1 - Dual Credit (2 Terms)     
Honors (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: 1      

Prerequisite:  “B” or better Pre-Calculus or Analysis 

This is a Dual Credit course, students are required to place into this course by successfully completing the Waubonsee placement test 

or earning a 28 or better on the math portion of the ACT. This course is designed to prepare students to successfully complete the AP 

Calculus Examination given in May.   Students who successfully complete this course will earn college credit from Waubonsee 

Community College. The topics in the course include, but are not limited to, the following:  graphical and numerical analysis of 

functions, limits and their properties, differentiation and their applications, integration and their applications, and a study of 

logarithmic, exponential and other transcendental functions.  A TI-83, TI-84 or TI-89 graphing calculator is required for this course.   
Students will be required to purchase text books for dual credit courses. 
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AP Calculus 2 – Dual Credit (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  “B” in AP Calculus 1 or Teacher 

Recommendation 

This course is a continuation of AP Calculus 1- Dual Credit. Students who successfully complete this course will earn college credit 

from Waubonsee Community College.  Topics include but are not limited to: Geometric interpretation of differential equations via 

slope fields, derivatives of parametric, polar, and vector functions, antiderivatives by substitution of variables, solving logistic 

differential equations and using them in modeling, the ratio test for convergence and divergence, the Maclaurin series and the general 

Taylor series.  This course prepares students for the BC portion of the AP Calculus exam.  An AB sub-score would also be reported.  

A student successfully passing the exam may be awarded up to 2 college course credits. ATI-83, TI-84 or a TI-89 graphing calculator 

is required for this course. Students will be required to purchase text books for dual credit courses. 

 
 

 

AP Statistics (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra 3 or Analysis grade of B or better

This course is designed to prepare students to successfully complete the AP Statistics Examination in May.  College credit may be 

awarded to students who achieve high marks on this test.  The topics in this course include but are not limited to an exploratory 

analysis of data, observing patterns and departures from patterns, planning studies of measurement, and anticipating patterns by 

producing models using probability and simulation.  The inference of these statistics will be done using confidence intervals, tests of 

significance, and special cases of normally distributed data.  A TI83 or TI84 Plus graphing calculator is required for this course. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Science 
 

Department Chair – Jennifer O’Hara - Ext. 331 

 

3 Credits Required 

 

Kaneland High School graduation requirements specify the completion of three credits of science.  

Students wishing to complete post secondary course work should strive to take physics and chemistry 

during their junior and senior year. Students who complete Biology as freshmen should take Physics  

     and /or chemistry as subsequent electives. 

  

Physical Science (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 9)                           

Credit:  1 

Prerequisite:  None 

This course is an introduction to the physical sciences including basic concepts of chemistry physics, and earth science.  The purpose 

of this class is to acquaint the student with the scientific method of discovery, research, and laboratory procedures.  The goal is to 

capture the student’s interest in science through engaging experiences, and to allow them the opportunity to explore physical science 

concepts from hands-on observation and experiences.  The content will consist of the study of matter, the periodic table, motion, 

forces, the solar system, plate tectonics, and the rock cycle. 
 

Biology (2 Terms)  
Regular (Grade 9, with approval, 10, 11, 12)     

Credit:  1 

Prerequisite: Physical Science  

This course consists of the study of the five kingdoms, the basic characteristics of living things, the life process, and the chemical and 

physical basis of life, including human biology.  An emphasis is put on student involvement with hands-on activities and laboratory 

work.   
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Intro to Horticultural Science (2 Terms)                  Credit:  1 

Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12)                              Pre-requisite:  None 

VALEES #A125 This course is designed to develop knowledge and skills in the following areas: careers in the field of horticulture, 

plant taxonomy, anatomy and physiology, plant environments and growth responses, soils, nutrition, and fertilizers, propagation, 

greenhouse crops, indoor plants, turf and landscape maintenance, landscape design, pruning, planting trees and shrubs, pest controls, 

seasonal gift plants, floral design basics, & flower and vegetable gardening.  Emphasis will be placed on entry-level employability 

skills. This course does not meet the Science requirement for the freshmen year.  It also will not count for an NCAA science credit. 

This course is eligible for FFA credit. 

 

Environmental Science (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Pre-requisite:  Biology 

Environmental Science is designed for juniors and seniors interested in local and global environmental issues.  The course combines 

traditional bookwork and assignments with indoor and outdoor field projects.  Students will study plant, animal, and water ecology.  

Proper field biology techniques and use of equipment and materials will be emphasized.  Students will also explore environmental 

issues like world population, pollution, and man’s relationship and effect on the environment.  Field experiences include water 

ecology, animal behavior, and studying the natural environment around the school.  Students’ success in this class will require a great 

deal of active participation, independent work, and responsibility. This course is eligible for FFA credit. 

 

Earth Science (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  Biology 

Earth Science is an intermediate level elective course offered to students who have successfully completed biology. Earth Science is a 

lecture/work/lab based course that investigates the following topics: mapping, geology, Earth history, meteorology, astronomy, 

oceanography, energy, and natural resources. 

 

Chemistry (2 Terms)   
Regular (Grades 10, 11, and 12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Biology, Algebra 2 recommended 

This course introduces chemistry and emphasizes problem solving. Laboratory experiences provide an opportunity to develop correct 

laboratory techniques and reinforce class instruction. The topics covered in class include the science of chemistry, matter and energy, 

states or matter, atoms and electrons, periodic table and bonding, nomenclature, reactions, mole and strichlometry, solutions, and acids 

and bases. 

 

AP Chemistry (2 Terms) 
Honors   (Grades 11, 12)       

Credit 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra 2, FST and Chemistry with a B  

The curriculum of this class is based on a college-level first year chemistry course and students have the opportunity to earn college 

credit. Students will review the topics covered in the first year chemistry course and then move on to the following topics: 

thermochemistry, molecular geometry, kinetics, equilibrium, acid-base equilibrium, electrochemistry and nuclear chemistry. The 

intent of this course is to prepare students for college chemistry and the AP exam so students need to be aware that extensive class 

preparation is necessary. This course will be offered every other year. This course will be offered 2011 – 2012. 

 

Physics I (2 Terms)     
Regular  (Grade 10, 11, 12)      

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 

In this class, the student will use thorough observation and experimentation to understand the basic laws that govern natural 

phenomena. Physics I is designed for the college-bound student who is interested in science and for the student who is interested in 

how things work. The major topics studied are: motion, forces, work & energy, electricity, and rotational motion. The course 

emphasizes this discovery through experimentation and individual projects. 

 

Advanced Biology (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11, 12)         

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  Biology with at least a B 

This class involves the study of four general areas of Biology: Cell Biology, Human Anatomy and Physiology, Genetics and 

Biotechnology, and Ecology.  Laboratory and fieldwork are emphasized. 
 

AP Biology (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12)                     

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  Advanced Biology

This class is a college level, first year biology course that provides students with the challenge and information found in a college 

level course. Students have the opportunity to earn college credit.  Major topics include: biological chemistry, cells, energy 

transformation, molecular genetics, heredity, evolution, principles of taxonomy, five kingdoms, and ecology.  About one-third of the 
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course will include laboratory work.  Students must recognize that this course requires extensive out of class preparation.  This course 

should be taken in sequence with Advanced Biology in the same year. This course is offered every other year.  This course will be 

offered 2010-11. 

 

Physics II    (2 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12)           

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: B in Physics I

This course builds on Physics I and strongly emphasizes the practical application of physical principles. Class begins with a review of 

basic mathematical theories and equations, and then moves to a more in-depth look at areas not covered, extensively the previous year, 

such as waves and sound, magnetism, static equilibrium, fluid dynamics, optics and modern physics. As is the case with Physics I, 

these topics are investigated through experimentation and individual projects.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Special Education 

 
Department Chair – Jill Maras – Ext. 354 

 

Placement in these classes depends on Special Education eligibility, which is determined by a Multi-

Disciplinary Conference (MDC), teacher recommendations, and Individual Education Plan (IEP) goals. 

 

 

Adapted Physical Education (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This class would give students with special needs the opportunity to receive more individualized attention.  The course would be 

broken down based upon the specific needs of the students taking the course.  A more specialized curriculum would be used, including 

modifying equipment based on each student’s needs.  Offered to those with specific limitations stated on the student’s IEP or with the 

recommendation of the special education and physical education departments.  

 

Math Lab I (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  This semester long course will focus on expanding the general 

math skills and applying them to real life situations, and the use of the calculator for solving multiple step problems and their 

applications. 

 

Math Lab II (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  Pre-algebra skills will be taught as well as a review of the basic 

operations and their application in algebra. 

 

Algebra Lab (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This is a 2 term class for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  This course focuses on 

the study of variables and linear expressions.  Concepts incorporated into these include graphing, rate factors, counting principles, 

geometry of 2 and 3 dimensional objects, scientific notation, exponents, and roots. 
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Geometry Lab (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11, 12) 

Credit:  1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This is a 2 term class for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  This course will cover 

basic geometry.  Topics included are: patterns and inductive reasoning, segments and angles, parallel and perpendicular lines, triangle 

relationships, quadrilaterals, similarity, polygons and area, surface area and volume, and right triangle trigonometry.  Additional aids 

will be used to assist students in the comprehension of the material. 

 

Reading Lab I (4 Terms)     
Regular (Grade 9)  

Credit: 2     

Prerequisite:  Placement and staffing

This course is designed for students who need improvement in reading skills, spelling skills, reading strategies, and writing skills.  

This course accomplished these areas by working on phonology training in small groups, vocabulary development, story 

comprehension and grammar with an emphasis on paragraph writing.  One English credit, one elective credit. 

 

 

Reading Lab II (4 Term)     
Regular (Grade 10)  

Credit: 2    

Prerequisite:  Placement and staffing

This course is designed for students who need improvement in reading skills, spelling skills, reading strategies, and writing skills.  

This course accomplished these areas by working on phonology training in small groups, vocabulary development, story

English 9 FY (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 9) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is a 4-term class, for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  Students will be 

exposed to all literary genres, such as poetry, short story, and Shakespeare drama.  Grammar, spelling, vocabulary and composition 

skills will also be a part of the integrated language arts curriculum of this course.  One English credit, one elective credit. 

 

English 10 FY (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course in a 4-term class, for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  Students will 

study all literary genres, such as poetry, short story, drama, and the novel.  Students will continue to refine their grammar, spelling, 

vocabulary, and composition skills as part of the integrated language arts curriculum of this course. A research paper is part of the 

curriculum. 

 

English 11 FY (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is a 4 term class for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  Students will 

continue to work on polishing their reading and writing skills through the study of American literature.   Students will study a variety 

of literary genres, including poetry, essays, short stories, drama and novels.  Students will build on their research skills from English 

10 by writing a literature based research paper and will continue building their vocabularies through additional vocabulary study. 
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English Lab (2 Term) 
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This is a junior/senior level course designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  The focus will be on improving writing 

skills needed for academic and business success. 

 

 

American Studies Basic (4 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 2 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  The students receive a supportive environment in which to learn 

English and American History.  The course uses topics relevant to American history, from the Civil War to the present, as the focus 

for improving reading and writing skills. One English credit, one elective credit. 

 

American History Lab (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 11) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course is designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  The instruction and content are modified to ensure that all 

students learn the concepts of history, from the Civil War to the present, as well as, the relevance and impact of these events. 

 

 

Foundations of Democracy Lab (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

Foundations of Democracy is a survey course that acquaints students with both the facts and the concepts that shaped this country.  

This course traces the foundations of democracy from the middle ages in England up to the events leading to the civil war.  The 

primary focus of the course is the colonial period, the revolutionary war and the Constitution.  This course will satisfy the state 

requirement for both the United States and State of Illinois Constitutional study and exam. 

 

Government Lab (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This is a required course that studies the structure of the United States government and the unique characteristics of the United States 

democracy. The focus of the course is the understanding and application of the major themes of our government.  This course is 

designed to meet the individual needs of each student.  The instruction and content are modified to ensure that all students learn the 

roll our federal, state, and local government play in everyday life.   

 

Economics Lab (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10,11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

This course provides students with the tools necessary to understand and function successfully in a complex economic system.  It 

focuses on the economy of the United States and its role as a world economic power.  Topics include: Economic systems, credit, 

budgeting, and banking products such as saving, checking and investing accounts.  Also studied are the role of the government and 

economic regulation and the impact of globalization on world economics and the balance of trade.  This course includes those topics 

mandated by the state for consumer education. 

 

 

Work Experience Lab (2 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This is a 2 term class for those students who need the curriculum modified in order to meet individual needs.  Students will get a basic 

understanding of the world including: how to look for and apply for jobs, how to function in a work environment, how to be 

successful on the job, how to become a valued employee, and the benefits and pride of having a job. 

 

Study Skills (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9,10,11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Placement and staffing 

This course provides a structured environment in which academic support and re-teaching of core curricular subjects is provided.  

Students are required to bring materials from other academic areas to work on.  Instruction on study habits, organization, and test 

preparation is provided for a segment of the class period. 
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Collaborative Classes 
Students are placed in a regular class.  A regular education teacher and a Special Education staff member provide instruction.  Test, 

class work and labs are modified on an individual basis in accordance with each student’s IEP.  The following classes are offered as 

Collaborative Classes:

3.0 Credits Required 

(World Cultures, Economics, Foundations of Democracy, American 

History, Government) 

 

World Cultures (2 Term)     
Regular (Grade 9)  

Credit: 1      

Prerequisite:  Required

World Cultures is an interdisciplinary course designed to challenge students to make connections between cultures, economics, 

political systems, climate patterns, global patterns, global conflicts, trade and resources, and the natural environment. This course 

introduces the student to the seven continents, climates, and major physical features of the world. A review of the economic, political, 

and social conditions of various countries of the world will be undertaken. The five basic themes of geography (location, place, 

human-environment interaction, movement, and region) will be introduced during the semester.  

 

 

Foundations of Democracy (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 10) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None

Foundations of Democracy is a survey course that acquaints students with both the facts and the concepts that shaped this country.  

This course traces the foundations of democracy from the middle ages in England up to the War of 1812.  The primary focus of this 

course is the colonial period, the Revolutionary War and the Constitution.  This class will satisfy the state requirement for both the 

United States and the State of Illinois Constitutional study and exam. 

 

World History I (1 Term)   
Regular   (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5      

Prerequisite:  None 

Students learn about the history of the world while focusing on the following eras and topics:  Pre-history and early civilizations, 

Ancient Greece and Rome, Rise of early religions, Europe in the middle ages, the Byzantine Empire, the Renaissance and 

Reformation. 
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World History II   (1 Term)   

Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

 

 
Credit: .5   

Prerequisite:  None 

Students learn about the eras and topics in world history subsequent to those studied in World History I.  They include: the Ottoman 

Empire, the Mongolian expansion, Absolutism, the Scientific Revolution, the Enlightenment, the Napoleonic era, the French 

Revolution, Industrialism, Nationalism, Imperialism, 20
th

 century globalization, the Russian Revolution, the rise and fall of fascism, 

both world wars and the cold war. 
 

Armed Conflict and International Relations (1 term)                                                                       Credit: 0.5 

Regular (Grades 9,10,11,12)            Prerequisite: World Cultures 

This course will investigate the connections between military conflict and relationships between nations throughout history. Students 

will study the Greco-Persian Wars, the Crusades, the Mexican-American War, Western Indian Wars, The Spanish-American War, 

World Wars I & II, the Korean War, Viet Nam, Arab-Israeli Wars, Desert Storm and the current conflicts in Iraq and Afghanistan. The 

students will be challenged to think critically, gather information, analyze historical evidence and develop their own thoughts as to the 

validity of conflict and its long lasting implications. Key battles, significant individuals, and the impact on society in each era will be 

highlighted. The class will encompass reading and writing to a great degree and make extensive use of maps and primary documents. 

These recourses will be employed in developing research papers, audio-visual presentations, and the construction of cause/effect 

models that will help the student use higher level thinking skills to analyze a series of events and develop an understanding as to their  

long term effects. 

 

U.S. History   (2 Terms)      
Regular (Grade 11)  

Credit: 1     

Prerequisite:  None

U.S. History is a survey course that acquaints students with both the facts and the concepts that continue to shape this country.  This 

course traces the development of the nation from the events leading up to the civil war to the modern era.  The primary focus of the 

course is the age of industrialization, the major conflicts this country has engaged in, and the challenges of the 20
th

 century. 
 

American Studies   (4 Terms)   
Regular     (Grade 11)  

Credit: 2      

Prerequisite:  None 

This course satisfies the U.S. History and English 11 requirements for junior students.  It is taught in a team setting by one Social 

Studies teacher and one English teacher.  This interdisciplinary course emphasizes problem solving, cooperative learning and student's 

presentations to explore the connection between history and literature.  Students will read several non-fiction pieces as well as poetry, 

short stories and novels, which deal with major historical events and themes.  Events are presented chronologically from the Civil War 

to the present, and themes include the frontier, the immigration experience, and changes in U.S. foreign policy.  Students also refine 

composition skills through writing in response to history and literature. 

 

Psychology     (1Term)     
Regular     (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5      

Prerequisite:  None 

This is an introductory survey course for the college bound student.  This class acquaints the student with the general principles of 

psychology, including its history and development.  Subjects include human growth and development, mental health and mental 

illness, learning principles, and personality development and theory.  Class involves lectures, projects, discussions, multi-media 

presentations, and experiments. 
 

Government     (1Term)     
Regular     (Grade 12)  

Credit: .5              

Prerequisite:  Required 

This required course studies the structure of the United States government and the unique characteristics of the United States 

democracy.  The focus of the course is the understanding and application of the major themes of our government including 

Federalism, Separation of Powers, Checks and Balances, Civil Liberties and Rights, Foreign Policy, and the Political Process.  The 

goal of the course is to provide the foundation for intelligent participation in the national political process. 

 

Sociology     (1Term)   
Regular     (Grade 11,12)  

Credit: .5       

Prerequisite:  None 

This course of study describes and analyzes how groups of people are defined and how they interact. Those groups include institutions 

within the culture and groups defined by gender, age social class and ethnicity. In Sociology, we will analyze the family as an 

institution, social stratification, education, religion, socialization, and social problems. Selected readings, videos, special speakers and 

projects are an integral part of the course content.

Adv. Placement (AP) U.S. Government and 

Politics (2 Term) 
Honors    (Grades 11,12)  

 

Credit: 1       

Prerequisite: 2 AP recommendations and a B average 

The Advanced Placement United State Government and Politics course is a two-term offering designed as an intensive study of 

American government and politics.  Students will develop and practice a critical understanding of the American political system as it 

applies to their own rights and responsibilities as well as the role of the United States domestically and globally.  Required course 

materials/projects include a college level text, supplementary readings, videos and writing to free-response questions (FRQ).  A 

substantial amount of readings is required and students are also expected to spend time outside of class listening to or reading news.  

As the AP exam is only given in the spring, readings and review sessions may occur outside of the regular school week, such as a 

Saturday.  This class is offered for the 08-09 and 10-11 school years.  This course will fulfill the graduation requirement for 

Government. 

 

AP European History (2 Term) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: 4.0 Cumulative GPA  

The Advanced Placement European History course will cover European history since the 14
th

 century.  In addition to a survey of 

events and movements, the course will develop (A) an understanding of the principle themes in European history (past and present), 

(B) an ability to analyze historical evidence, and (C) an ability to analyze and to express historical perspectives in wiring.  This course 

is designed to duplicate an upper-level college class.  Success in this course requires a passion for History, the ability to work 

independently, and prodigious amounts of reading, note taking and outlining on a daily basis. This class is offered for the 08-09 school 

year and the 10-11 school year. 

 

AP U.S. History (3 Terms) 
Honors (Grades 11, 12) 

 

Credit: 1.5 

Prerequisite: A average in Social Studies classes or 4.5     

GPA  

The Advanced Placement U.S. History course is designed to provide students with the analytical skills and factual knowledge 

necessary to deal critically with the problems in U.S. History.  The course prepares students for intermediate and advanced college 

courses by making demands upon them equivalent to those made by full year introductory college course.  Students will learn to 

assess historical materials (including original documents) their relevance to a given interpretive problem, their reliability, and their 

importance and to weigh the evidence and interpretations presented in historical scholarship.  Students will be expected to take the AP 

Exam in U.S. History.  This course will meet the requirement for US History.

1 credit required:  .5 Applications of Technology and .5 Economics 

 

Orientation Level Career & Technical Courses 

 
Introduction to Auto Technology (1 Term)   
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11,12)   

Credit: .5  

Prerequisite:  None 

VALEES # I111 This class is designed to teach the student the fundamentals of automotive maintenance.  The student is instructed in 

shop safety, tool usage, and the operation and maintenance of the following automobile systems: lubrication, cooling, steering and 

suspension, brakes, charging, starting, ignition, and fuel systems.  Hands-on experience is provided in each area of instruction.  

Previous experience in small engine and electronics encouraged but not required. Safety glasses are required. This course is a 

precursor to FVCC Auto program. 

 

Introduction to Building Trades (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #1126This orientation-level is designed to provide information on modern building methods and materials.  The student will 

be introduced to plans, specifications, building codes, and estimating building materials.  Emphasis will be placed on framing 

terminology and procedures.  Students will develop employability skills such as appropriate, ethical work behavior, positive relations 

with co-workers, and communication skills.  Students will explore employability requirements and career options and practice 

employment-seeking skills. 
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Introduction to Drafting   (1 Term)      
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11,12)      

Credit: .5  

Prerequisite:  None

VALEES #I200 This course is designed to introduce students to the fundamentals of drafting.  The course includes units of instruction 

in geometric construction, technical sketching, isometric and multi-view drawing, sectional views, and pictorial representations.  

Computer Aided Drafting is included in the course. A small design project will be a part of the course.  This course allows the student 

to determine whether CAD I drafting is what she/he may want to pursue as a career. This course is beneficial to students who wish to 

pursue architecture, engineering, or some design areas of study. 

 

Introduction to Electrical Occupations (1 Term)     
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11, 12)   

Credit: .5      

Prerequisite:  None 

This course is designed to introduce students to some of the basic skills and concepts related to careers involving electricity.  It will 

also provide information and skills that will be useful around the house and with hobbies related to electricity.  The course is also 

useful for helping students determine if they would like to pursue further training at Fox Valley Career Center in its Electrician 

program and if they would like to pursue a career in an electrical/or construction. 
 

Introduction to Graphics (1 Term)     
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5    

Prerequisite:  None 

VALEES #I130 This course is designed to introduce students to the Graphics industry.  Focus is placed on prepress production, offset 

printing, screen printing, and project management.  Students will learn about these concepts by using software such as Adobe 

Illustrator, Adobe Photoshop, and Adobe InDesign.  Digital image manipulation and image creation will be supported with the use of 

scanning and digital cameras.  Additional benefits of this course include exposure to current trends in the graphics industry and 

practice in professional organizational skills.  Projects vary but may include designing concepts and creation of notepads, brochures, 

business cards, posters, and printing on tee shirts.  

 

Introduction to PC Repair (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES # I500The goal of this beginning level course is to teach the students a basic terminology of a microprocessor, the function 

of hardware components, how software works with the hardware, trouble shooting the home computer and also introduces the students 

to the computer industry.  This course can lead into the FVCC's information technology program. 

 

Introduction to Small Engines (1 Term)      
Regular (Grades 9, 10, 11, 12)  

 

Credit: .5     

Prerequisite:  None 

VALEES #I134This course is designed as a hand-on introduction to the basic principles of internal combustion engines.  The student 

is instructed in shop safety, tool usage, and the operation and maintenance of four-cycle engines.  Students will disassemble four cycle 

engines to explore basic systems operation, repair, and maintenance. 

 

Introduction to Welding (1 Term)      
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  None 

VALEES #I114 This course provides planned learning activities and experiences including welding safety, metal identification, and 

preparation.  Classroom and lab activities are included in this course. Students use oxy fuel, shielded arc and wire welding to learn the 

basic skills needed to continue in this field.  Students are assigned various welding tasks, and with the instructor’s approval, they can 

choose an individual project to complete during the lab phase of the class.  Safety glasses, long sleeve shirts, and welding gloves are 

required for this class. 

 

Introduction to Child Development (1 Term)      
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5     

Prerequisite:  None 

VALEES #H125 Child Development introduces students to many aspects of the developing child and begins with prenatal 

development.  The course also includes the social, emotional, physical, and intellectual development of infants, and preschool 

children.  Students will observe in the preschool lab identifying developmentally appropriate materials and experiences for young 

children.  Additional topics include health and safety standards for young children, criteria for selecting quality childcare and careers 

that involve work with young children. 
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Drafting II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Intro to Drafting I 

VALEES #I245 This course is a continuation of Drafting I.  It is a study of geometric construction, multiview projection, sectional and 

auxiliary views, drawing conventions and drawing reproductions.  This course is beneficial to students who wish to pursue 

engineering or architecture. 
 

Computer Aided Drafting - CAD     (1 Term)      
Regular     (Grades 10, 11,12)  

Credit: .5       

Prerequisite: Intro to Drafting or by consent of Instructor 

VALEES #I345 Computer Aided Drafting is a continuation of the Introduction to drafting course, which combines both traditional 

board drafting with Auto CAD.  In the CAD drafting course, we cover machine and architecture design drafting using the computer as 

the drawing board.  This course is recommended for students who which to pursue architecture, engineering, or computer design as a 

career. 

 

CAD II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: CAD I 

VALEES #I445 This course is a continuation of CAD I.  The student will gain knowledge and understanding of the unique hardware 

and software used.  The following knowledge and skills will be developed:  manipulating CAD files, drawing 2-dimensional 

geometric construction, editing CAD geometry, annotating CAD drawings with text, creating and editing CAD symbols and creating 

multi-view scaled layouts.  This course is recommended for students who wish to pursue architecture, engineering, or computer design 

as a career. 

 

Industrial Technology I (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 9,10,11,12)     

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #I125 This course is designed to give the student some insight into the various and numerous areas of industrial technology 

and to provide hands-on applied experiences in these areas.  Instruction is delivered through the use of Modular Technology Education 

(MTE) units.  Students work in pairs on multiple learning stations.  The students rotate through a series of 5-7 MTE programs during 

the course.  MTE units include CAD Milling, CAD Drafting, computer applications, electricity, electronics, graphic design, video 

editing, digital imaging, residential construction, plumbing, wiring, vinyl sign making, drafting, and technology careers  
 

Industrial Technology II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grade 9, 10, 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Industrial Technology I 

VALEES #I125 This course is designed to give the students some insight into the various and numerous areas of industrial technology 

and to provide hands on applied experiences in these areas.  Instruction will be delivered through the use on Modular Technology 

Education (MTE) units.  This course is continuation of Industrial Technology I.  In Industrial Technology II, students will again work 

in pairs on MTE's not completed during Industrial Technology I.  By the end of this course, students will have completed most MTE 

units and should be able to recognize those fields in which they excel and may later wish to specialize. 

 

Building Construction Occupations I (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11 & 12) 

Credit 1 

Prerequisite: Introduction to Building Trades 

VALEES #I223This preparation course provides experiences related to the repair, erection, and installation and maintenance of 

residential buildings and related fixtures. Planned learning activities will allow students to become knowledgeable of fundamental 

principles and methods and to develop technical skills related to carpentry, and finish work.  Instruction includes safety principles and 

practices, recognition of standard lumber sizes, foundation layout methods, building concepts and procedures, local, state and national 

codes cost estimating and blueprint reading.  Emphasis will be placed upon entry-level employability skills such as career options, 

job-getting techniques, acceptable work habits, safety, communications, personal relationships and entrepreneurship.  Student to 

provide the following equipment needed for class: Carpenter tool belt, 16 oz. Claw hammer, 6" Speed Square, Carpenter pencil, Tape 

measure 25' X 1", and Safety glasses rated Z87. 

 

 

Building Construction Occupations II (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grade 12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Building Construction Occupations I   

 VALEES #I324 This preparation course provides learning experiences related to the erection, installation, maintenance, and repair of 

building structures and related utilities.  Planned learning activities emphasize the development of more advanced knowledge and 

skills than those provided in Building Construction I.  Student technical skill experiences include instruction and activities in safety 

principles and practices; performing maintenance control functions; preparing building site; installing rough framing; installing 

shingles, applying interior and exterior finishes; constructing stairs; and advanced building and construction methods and codes.  All 

learning experiences are designed to allow the student to acquire job-entry skills and knowledge.  Emphasis will be placed on 

employability skills such options, job-getting techniques, acceptable work habits, communications, personal relationships, and 
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entrepreneurship. Students to provide the following equipment needed for class:  Carpenter tool belt, 16oz. claw hammer, 6” Speed 

Square, Carpenter pencil, Tape measure 25”x 1”, and Safety glasses rated 287. 

 

Keyboarding (1Term) 
Regular (Grade 9,10,11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES#B120 Keyboarding is designed for the student who wants to acquire skills necessary to enhance the value of the computer 

for academic and personal use.  Introduction to Applications of Technology the students learns, develops, and refines correct fingering 

techniques to develop speed and accuracy.  The student also learns basic word processing functions. 

 

Applications of Technology (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9-12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Required 

VALEES#B105 This term course is a requirement for all freshmen.  Students will reinforce their touch control and technique of 

operating the keyboard.  Development of speed, accuracy, proofreading and editing skills will be continually emphasized.  Microsoft 

Office 2007 will be used to format basic business documents while utilizing and enhancing their word processing skills.  Microsoft 

Excel will enable students to explore spreadsheet applications by entering data, setting up formulas and creating charts and graphs.  

Microsoft Power Point will allow students to develop slide presentations. A career unit will be covered showing students how to 

properly create a resume and prepare for an interview. Mock interviews will be given with assistance from KHS counselors. At the 

end of the term, the students will self-examine their social and emotional accomplishments thus far and present their findings to their 

peers. As time allows, desktop publishing, electronic information retrieval and telecommunications will be covered.   

 

Advanced Applications of Technology (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9, 10,11, 12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Applications of Technology 

This course is a continuation of Applications of Technology.  Students will learn the advanced functions of Office 2007 in Word, 

Excel and PowerPoint. Students will use Word to work with templates and outlines, mail merges, and collaborate with others. They 

will use Excel to work with Tables, PivotTables and Pivot Charts, as well as managing multiple worksheets and workbooks.Using 

PowerPoint, the students will learn to present a slide show using special effects and will learn to integrate PowerPoint with other 

programs..  

 

Internet/HTML/Web Page Design (1 Term)  
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Applications of Technology 

VALEES #B210 This course is a skill-level course designated to prepare students to plan, design, create and maintain web pages and 

sites. Students will learn the fundamentals of web page design using HTML, HTML editors, and graphic editors as well as 

programming tools such as JavaScript. Students will work in a project-based environment to create a working web site. Students will 

learn to create pages, add hyperlinks, make tables and frames, create forms, integrate 19 images, and set styles. Students will use 

image-editing programs to manipulate scanned images, computer graphics and original artwork. Instruction will include creating 

graphical headers, interactive menus and buttons, and visually appealing backgrounds. Student s will use hardware and software to 

capture, edit, create, and compress audio and video clips. Students will be required to purchase text books for dual credit courses. 

 
 

 

 

Advanced Web Page Design (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  Internet/HTML/Web Page Design/ B- grade 

VALEES #B210This course extends the student's knowledge of HTML in the areas of graphics, sound, images, and advanced layouts. 

They use composers, which simplify HTML.  Part of the course requirement is to have students maintain and update Kaneland High 

School's Web Page. 

 

Programming I (1 Term)  
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  Algebra II 

VALEES #B245 This is an introduction course in  programming that includes object-oriented, event-driven, and interactive 

programming techniques.  Topics include data types, pointer, arrays, stacks,  recursion, string processing, searching and sorting 

algorithms, references and memory addresses, scope, streams, files, and graphics. 

 

Programming II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Programming I 

VALEES #B245 Programming II is a skill-level course for students who have completed Programming I.  Students will use 

procedural and objective-oriented programming languages such as Visual Basic, C# and Java.  Students will learn programming 

concepts such as inheritance and polymorphism, advanced data handling (pointers, arrays strings, and files), and common algorithms 
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(recursion, searching and sorting).  Students will be able to write, compile, run, test, debug and modify programs and applications that 

solve real world problems.  Problem examples may include tracking inventory, scheduling rooms and facilities, accessing information 

and performing calculations. 

 

Product Research and Design (2 Terms)  
Regular (Grades 11,12)  

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: One of the following: Industrial Tech, Intro 

to Drafting, Small Engines, Electronics   

This course centers on the design and production of a high fuel mileage vehicle. Much emphasis is on the research of materials and 

matching processes, and also on the importance of good design before production begins.  Once the vehicle is built, we will compete 

with other schools across the nation at University of Wisconsin-Stout, Menomonee, Wisconsin or similar location. Class will consist 

of design work and lab work building the vehicle.  Extensive testing will be done to ensure the best possible design.    

 

 

 

 

Business 
 

Business Essentials I (1Term)  
Regular (Grades 9-12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #B110 Business Essentials I is an orientation course designed to introduce students to the field of business.  Areas of study 

include, but are not limited to: business in our economy, economic systems, business structures, business ethics, international business 

and the global economy, sales and marketing, and management and entrepreneurship. 

 

Business Essentials II (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 9-12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #B110 Business Essentials II is an orientation course designed to introduce students to various aspects of money 

management. Areas of study include: money management, investing in stocks and learning about stock markets, other investments, 

efficient use of credit, services banks offer, and the role of the Federal Reserve in our economy. 

 

Accounting (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10,11, 12)  

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES #B215 Accounting is a skill level course emphasizing the development of a firm foundation accounting procedures using the 

accounting cycle of business.  Accounting computer applications are integrated throughout the course where applicable.  The 

objectives of this course include preparing students for initial accounting jobs in business and providing a technical background for 

college-bound students who plan to enter in business.   

 

Accounting II (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10,11,12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Accounting I 

VALEES # B315 Accounting II students will focus on the generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) practiced by 

merchandising business organized as corporations.  More advanced concepts including inventory, depreciation, bad debts, and 

notes/interest will be covered.  Computerized accounting applications and simulations are integrated throughout the course. 

 

 

Honors Accounting (2 Terms)                    Credit:1 

Honors (Grades10,11,12)             Prerequisites: Completion of Algebra 2 with “C” or better and completion of any 

      One of the following CTE courses with a grade of “A”: Accounting, Business1, 

      Business 2, Marketing, Management/Entrepreneurship, Economics 

 

Honors accounting uses an integrated approach to teach accounting. Students first learn how businesses plan for and evaluate their 

operating, financing and investing decisions and then how accounting systems gather and provide data to internal and external 

decisions makers. This course covers all the learning objectives of a traditional college level financial accounting course, plus those 

from a managerial accounting course. Topics include an introduction to accounting, accounting information systems, time value of 

money, and accounting for merchandising firms, sales and receivables, fixed assets, debt and equity. Other topics include statement of 

cash flows, financial ratios, cost-volume profit analysis and variance analysis. 
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Economics     (1 Term) 
Regular     (Grades 12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite:  None 

This course provides students with the tools necessary to understand and function successfully in a complex economic system.  It 

focuses on the economy of the United States and its role as a world economic power.  Topics include: Economic systems, credit, 

budgeting, and banking products such as saving, checking and investing accounts. Topics also studied are the role of the government 

in economic regulation, the impact of globalization on world economics, and the balance of trade.  This course includes topics 

mandated by the state for consumer education. 

 

Marketing (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 10-12)  

 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: None 

VALEES#B234 This course is designed to introduce students to the basic marketing concepts used in our economic system.  The 

course will introduce various functions of marketing and also include the marketing mix, distribution, promotion, pricing, selling, and 

customer service.  This course will use simulations, projects, and hands-on activities to better apply textbook material.  Students 

taking this class are encouraged to participate in the DECA (Marketing) Club to further develop their knowledge and skills in 

Marketing.      
 

Management/Entrepreneurship (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11, 12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Marketing recommended 

This preparation course prepares students in planning a career in business.  Students develop an understanding of the characteristics, 

organization, and operation of businesses.  A unit of study will be presented in which the basic skills of employability will be covered 

from the viewpoint of management.  Students play the role of a store manager and role play job interviews from the management 

standpoint.  Career options, securing employment, transitional skills, job ethics, and human relationships are stressed.   Other units 

covered include: Managing various aspects of a business and starting and owing your own business.   

 

Sales/Advertising (1 Term)  
Regular (Grades 11-12)  

 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Marketing recommended 

VALEES #B240 This course is designed for students planning business-related careers.  Students explore the marketing functions of 

selling and promotion with an emphasis on advertising.  In the sales unit, students will study concepts and actions needed to determine 

a customer’s needs, and desires, and how to respond to them through planned, personalized communication that influences purchase 

decisions.  Students develop a sales presentation for a specific good or service.  In the promotional unit, students complete advertising 

projects that reflect strategies and concepts that communicate information about products, services, images, and/or ideas used to 
achieve a desired outcome. 

  

International Business (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 11-12) 

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

This course is an overview of the US Economic/Political systems and how they relate to other economic/political systems throughout 

the world including sections of International Trade, the European Union, and a discussion of the pros and cons of various trade 

agreements that the US has in place.  This course will also touch on the importance of the culture of a nation’s influence on its buying 

and selling goods.  Students will complete a project that reflects a nation’s culture on its social/economic/political systems and how 

that nation interacts with the United States. 

     

Directed Studies in Business (1 Term) 
Regular (Grades 12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: None 

This course is the same as a Senior Project/Internship, which involves an internship experience in a Business related field.  An 

education plan directed at a student’s career goals is designed for the course of study.  The students have the opportunity to learn and 

experience a business through the private and public sectors.  The Directed Studies in Business is available to eligible seniors who 

submit a proposal that is approved by a review committee.  Students may do an abbreviated project of 55 hours (1 block per day) or a 

full project 110 hours (2 blocks per day).  The project would take place during the 4
th

 term of a student’s senior year.  
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Selective Independent Courses 
 

Senior Project (1 Term, 1 or 2 Blocks/2 Terms 1 Block)  

Regular (selected 12
th

 Graders) 

Credit: .5 or 1 

Prerequisite: Eligible, approved seniors 

The Senior Project is an experience available to eligible seniors whose proposal is approved by a review committee.  The experience 

must be in one of the following areas: a career internship, an academic or service endeavor, or a creative art experience.  Students may 

do an abbreviated project of 45 hours (1block per day) or a full project of 90 hours (2 blocks per day).  The student works on the 

project during term 1, 2, 3, or 4 of their senior year.   

 

Assistantship (1 Term, 1 block)  
Regular (Grades 12)  

Credit: .5 

Prerequisite: Approved application 

Assistantship is an independent course for students who wish to assist the school in any one of a number ways. These ways include 

working in an office of the library, working with a teacher, working with a department.  This program requires maturity and 

responsibility from the students.  They must be a senior with a C average, with not more than 4 absences the previous semester.   

Students interested in the opportunity should see their counselor in January for more information and an application.  The coordinator 

of this program will make every effort to match the student’s career interests with the assignment.  Pass/Fail grades will be given for 

this experience.  Course may be repeated 2 times, but only once per term. 

 
 

PE Leadership (2 Terms) 
Regular (Grades 11,12) 

Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Application w/interview 

This class would run in conjunction with the Adapted Physical Education class.  Regular education students would have the 

opportunity to work with special needs students as a way to fulfill their Physical Education requirement for the year.  This class is 

geared towards students who are looking to pursue opportunities in special education, physical education, or any other career in the 

education field.  Students will learn how to assist in an adapted setting and learn how to structure a lesson plan and put that plan into 

action.  Students would have to submit a formal application to take this course.  Students wanting to take this class would also be 

interviewed by both the physical and special education departments.  Signatures by the physical and special education departments 

would be required for the student to be allowed to take the course.  This course will be offered to juniors and seniors only.  In order to 

take the course again, students must re-submit a formal application and also go through the inter view process. 

 

Supervised Agricultural Experience 
Regular (Grade 10,11,12) 

 

Credit: .25 or .5 

Prerequisite: Grade of C in Intro to Horticulture or 

Horticulture I

This course is designed to establish knowledge and skills in various agricultural careers.  Students will gain credit by establishing a 

project at their home, at a local business, or at their school usually after normal school hours.  Example projects may include, but are 

not limited to: working at a garden center, raising vegetables/grain/livestock, conducting agriscience experiments in a greenhouse, and 

training horses at a stable.  Students will be required to verify their experiences by keeping written or computerized records including: 

business agreements, budgets, inventories, daily activities, hours worked, income an expenses, total earnings, depreciation, and net 

worth.  Instructor supervision will be conducted at the student’s home or place of employment.  SAE records should be evaluated at 

least once per month.  In addition, SAE lessons are integrated in each agricultural course.  SAE participation can lead to fulltime 

employment, scholarships, and awards through the FFA. This course does not count as a class in a studentôs schedule.  Credit will be 

awarded in either January or August based upon when the student completes the requirements for the experience.  (.25 credits for 30-

59 hours) (.5 credits for 60 or more hours)

Automotive Technology I    FVCC      Credit: 2.5 

Grades (11-12)           Prerequisites: None 

VALEES #I215Automotive Technology I introduces a student to the wide field of auto repairs. After basic fundamentals are covered, 

the student receives “How to” demonstrations on performing services and repairs. Emphasis is on practical, up to date methods that 

are useful on the job. Areas studied include: electrical systems, tune-ups, wheel alignment, lubrication, brakes, fuel systems, cooling 

systems, and basic computer trouble shooting Fee: $40.00. All students are required to purchase safety glasses and personal hand 

tools. Tools average between $200 and $300 and are subject to change due to manufacturer’s costs. 

 

Automotive Technology II    FVCC       Credit: 2.5 

Grade (12)                Prerequisites: Successful completion of Auto Tech I 
VALEES #I315Automotive Technology II is an extension of Automotive Technology I. Auto II students received instruction in the 

following areas: computer engine testing and diagnostics, cylinder head service, lower engine rebuilding procedure, and air 

conditioning service and repair. Extra shop time is provided to conduct major repairs involving vehicles that will build on the 

student’s expertise to prepare themselves for employment in the auto mechanics industry. Students who complete this class with a 

grade of B or better can receive credit for Waubonsee Community College course, “Fundamentals of Automotive Technology”.  Fee: 

$40.00 All students are required to have safety glasses and personal hand tools.  Tools used in Auto Technology II are the same as the 

ones purchased for Auto Technology I. 

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      

 

Building Trades I    OCC(TBA)       Credit: 2.5 

Grades (11-12)           Prerequisites: None 

VALEES #I225 Students will be introduced to various areas in home construction. Framing, roofing, drywall installment, and 

carpentry will be the major focus of this course. Practical experience will occur at project site locations as well as in  

the classroom. Students will be required to provide and maintain typical carpentry hand tools and provide their own 

transportation to and from St. Charles North High School. The instructor will furnish a tool list. Carpentry tool price is 

subject to manufactures cost, but average between $100 and $175.00 

 

 

Building Trades II    OCC(TBA)       Credit: 2.5 

Grade(12)                 Prerequisites: Building Trades I 

VALEES #I325Building Trades II students will further develop and refine their construction skills.  In addition to classroom 

participation, students gain practical experience constructing a single-family home, from pouring the foundation to framing and 

exterior work.  Students are required to provide their own transportation to St. Charles North High School.

PC Maintenance, Repair & Networking     Prerequisites: Keyboarding and                  

Grades (11-12)          Data Processing Recommended   

VALEES#I525 Students in this class will learn basic concepts related to computer maintenance and repair, computer upgrading, and 

software installation. Students enrolled in PC Maintenance, Repair and Networking get both instruction and hands-on experience in 

maintaining and repairing PCs as well as building and securing networks.

The training 

students receive here at Fox Valley Career Center can help qualify them for entry-level positions in the field of Computer Technology 

or can give them a head start toward a college education in this field.  Students who complete this course with a grade of B or better 

can receive credit for Waubonsee College courses.  Fee: $30 plus a required repair kit that will average between $20 and $40 subject 

to manufacturer’s cost.

Professional design documents will be developed and students will use those documents to create various gaming 

environments.  Educational, entertainment, strategy and simulation games will be the focus.  Students will be exposed to different 

gaming platforms including PC based games and gaming consoles.  The more popular game technology tools will be taught including 

various game engines and 2D and 3D tools.  Students will also learn about the legal and business side of gaming.  Articulation is in 

progress.  Fee: $30 plus a required USB flash drive (512MB) that will cost approximately $40. 

 

Cosmetology I     OCC (Various Locations)    Credit: 3 

Grades (11-12)           Prerequisites: None 

VALEES#C205 Cosmetology I is divided into several units of study that include hair shaping, hair styling, draping, shampooing, blow 

dry styling, manicuring, facials waving, and sanitation. Chemistry and professional ethics will be taught in conjunction with the above 

units. Laboratory work and classroom instruction helps students learn the theory required for licensing. Students must complete 750 

hours to continue in the program.  Students are required to furnish their own transportation to the training schools, buy 

uniforms, shoes, cosmetology kit, and pay the required registration and lab fees.  A Mandatory meeting is required to 

participate in the program.

Grade (12)          Prerequisites: Cosmetology I 

VALEES#C305 Students will continue work as a continuation to obtain the required 1500 hours and meet the state requirements for 

licensing testing. After completing the second year of the cosmetology curriculum and the 1500 required lab hours, students may take 

the Cosmetology Licensing Exam and become a licensed cosmetologist. Students are required to furnish their own transportation 

to the training schools, replenish any supplies needed, buy uniforms, shoes, and pay the required lab fees.

Grades (11-12)           Prerequisites: None 

VALEES #H205AEarly Childhood I provides students with the knowledge and practical experiences needed to develop skills required 

to work effectively with young children ages 2-5. Classroom studies include philosophies of early development, management of 

childcare centers, and state regulations governing childcare centers. A primary learning experience involves working with children in 

Small World Learning Center, the child care center at Fox Valley Career Center. Students plan and present developmentally 

appropriate learning activities to the young children that promote growth in all areas; social, emotional, cognitive and physical. These 

experiences include stories, transitional activities, art, dramatic play, blocks, small manipulative, literacy, math, music and movement. 

Students also prepare a professional portfolio which includes a resume, samples of their teaching, and class work. Students earning a 

grade of B or better can receive college credit for the course, Career Explorations in Early Childhood, at Waubonsee Community 

College. Fee: $30.00 

 

Early Childhood II    FVCC       Credit: 2.5 

Grade (12)         Prerequisite: Early Childhood I 

VALEES#H305A Early Childhood II is a continuation of Early Childhood I. Emphasis is placed on working with infants, children 

with special needs, and elementary school children. Students are provided opportunities to work in the infant-toddler room at Small 

World Learning Center or serve as interns in area schools throughout the community. Students explore food and nutrition, various 

child care programs (Montessori, Head Start, etc.), early childhood theorists and research career opportunities. Students earning a 

grade of B or better can receive credit for Waubonsee Community College course, Introduction to Early Childhood Education. Fee:

EMT – Emergency Medical Technician Basic FVCC       Credit: 2.5 

Grade (12)                      Prerequisites: None 

             

VALEES #N500 The Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) Basic education program will prepare students to become competent, 

entry-level EMT Basics in order to serve in volunteer and/or professional career positions in the State of Illinois and area 

communities. 

 

EMT Basic program fulfills the prescribed requirements by Illinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) and prepares students to 

practice the art and science of pre-hospital medicine in conjunction with medical direction. The goal is to prevent and reduce mortality 

and morbidity due to illness and injury. An EMT Basic primarily provides care to emergency patients in a pre-hospital setting and 

serves as a vital member of the health care team. 

 

This program is available to students who plan to go into the health care or fire science fields, or another area of emergency medical 

services. Upon completion of EMT Basic, the student is prepared to take the EMT Basic Competency Exam which allows for 

certification from the IDPH. 

 

Special Requirements: All students must purchase a FVCC uniform top, pants, ID badge, stethoscope, watch with second hand and 

textbook. In addition, students must complete and pass an American Heart Association health care provider CPR class. As part of the 

EMT Basic class, students will complete a minimum of ten (10) hours of emergency room clinical in the prescribed time indicated by 

the instructor. The law requires all persons involved in patient care at any health agency to have a 2-step tuberculin skin test, proof of 

vaccinations for MMR (mumps, measles, rubella) and hepatitis B. The students must also pass a drug screen and criminal background 

check. 

 

Fee: 30.00 plus costs for manual/workbook, drug screen, TB test and background check. Uniform and equipment costs are 

approximately $100.00 

 

When students are taking part in the clinical hours at an area hospital, they will be required to provide their own transportation to 

the health facili ty. 
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Fire Science I     FVVC       Credit: 2.5 

Grades (11, 12)           Prerequisite: None 

VALEES#I505 All first year students (whether junior or senior) follow the complete OSFM Firefighter II curriculum (meets the 

requirements of NFPA 1001) which includes Hazardous Materials Awareness (meets NFPA 472) with the exception of Live Structural 

Firefighting Activities. Because of the age of the students, the liability for such an activity is too high and not recommended by 

OSFM. Students are involved in both classroom and hands on skills applications that begin with the basic levels. As students progress 

in their knowledge and skills, drills are added with increasing complexity to challenge and evaluate student abilities. The drills often 

combine Fire Science I and Fire Science II students, as these varying skill levels would actually be needed in real life emergency 

situations. Students earning a grade of B or better can receive college credit for the course, Fire Science I, at Waubonsee Community 

College. Fee: $45.00

Grade 12          Prerequisites: Fire Science I 

VALEES # I510 Second year students follow OSFM curriculum to be certified in Illinois Firefighter III (meets NFPA 1001 re-

quirements), Fire Apparatus Engineer (meets NFPA 1002 requirements) and Hazardous Materials Operations (meets NFPA 472 and 

OSHA 29 CFR 1910.120 requirements). Each of the programs listed above are 40 hours programs, and all objectives are met except 

for the Live Structural Firefighting Activities in Illinois Firefighter III. Students are involved in both classroom and hands on skills 

applications that begin with the basic levels. As students progress in their knowledge and skills, drills are added with increasing 

complexity to challenge and evaluate student abilities. The drills often combine Fire Science I and Fire Science II students, as these 

varying skill levels would actually be needed in real life emergency situations. Students earning a grade of B or better can receive 

college credit for the course, Fire Science II, at Waubonsee Community College. Fee: $45.00

VALEES#I335 Graphic Communications I is a comprehensive introduction to the Graphic Communications Industry. Emphasis will 

be placed upon the theories and processes that make up production printing. Instruction and practice will be given in offset printing, 

digital workflow, and screen printing which include: imposition, multi-color and step and repeat work, multi page layout, multi-color 

press operations, paper identification, estimating and management, and advanced finishing processes.  Using these processes, students 

will design and produce printed materials that will be used by real customers and for personal promotion in future job assessment 

activities and in the Graphic Industry.  Graphic design techniques with industry standard software, computer illustration, advanced 

typography, digital imaging, scanning, halftones, duo tones, posterizations, and special effects will be explored.  Dual credit from 

College of Dupage is available.  Fee: $30.00

VALEES#I435 Graphic Communications II is an extension of Graphic Communications I in the production oriented environment.

seeking skills, personal development, human relations, legal protection and responsibilities, economics and the job, organization and

VALEES#N205 Health Occupations – CNA introduces the student to various health concepts and trains them to work as a Certified 

Nursing Assistant (CNA). The CNA is responsible for giving nursing care. This program is available to students who plan to go into 

the health care system. Upon completion of Health Occupations- CNA, the student is prepared to take the Nurse Aide Training 

Competency Exam which allows for certification from the Illinois Department of Public Health. Some special requirements apply. 

All students must purchase FVCC uniform, identification badge, gait belt, and vital sign equipment for clinical sites. White support 

shoes are required with white hose or socks. A watch with a second hand is mandatory to take vital signs. The law requires all persons 

involved in patient care in any health agency to have a chest x-ray or 2-step tuberculin skin test and a Hepatitis B vaccination series as 

part of their yearly physical exam. Students must also pass a drug screen and criminal background check. This program is located at an 
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off-campus site and students must provide their own transportation. Students must pass CPR for Health Care Providers with an 84% or 

better, units on Safety, Blood Pathogens and Universal Precautions with no less that a 70% to remain in the class for clinicals.  

Students that receive a grade of B or better can receive credit for Waubonsee Community College course, “Nurse Assistant Skills”.   

Fee: $25.00 plus a cost for a text book, work book, drug screen and background check.  Uniform and equipment approximately

visiting various health care facilities for a first-hand view of careers. First semester concentrates on exploring areas of interest such as: 

physical therapist, physicians, registered nurse, radiology technician, respiratory therapist, pharmacist, and electrocardiogram 

technician. Second semester allows students an internship experience that allows the student to choose careers of interest and do an in-

depth study of the profession in various health care facilities. Students must provide their own transportation. Special requirements: 

All students must purchase a FVCC uniform, ID badge, gait belt and vital sign equipment for clinical sites. White support shoes are 

required with white hose or socks. A watch with a second hand is mandatory to take vital signs. The law requires all persons involved 

in patient care at any health agency to have a chest X-ray or 2-step tuberculin skin test and a hepatitis B vaccination series as part of 

their yearly physical exam. Students must also pass a drug screen and criminal background check. Students that receive a grade of B. 

or better can receive credit from Waubonsee Community College course, Nurse Assistant skills.

Participation in FFA (high school agriculture student organization) activities 

and SAE (Supervised Agricultural Experience) projects is an integral course component for leadership development, career 

exploration and reinforcement of academic concepts. Fee: $25.00 
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Law Enforcement/ Criminal Justice   (WCC)       Credit: 2.5 

Grades (12)         Prerequisites: Word Processing Helpful 

          Criminal Background and Drug/Alcohol  

          screening might be required 

VALEES#I515 Programs in Law Enforcement/Criminal justice are designed to prepare people for careers in federal, state, and local 

law enforcement agencies, in correctional agencies and institutions, and in private security agencies. Students will be introduced to the 

criminal justice system, the local, state, federal agencies and their jurisdiction responsibilities. Communication skills, observation, 

reporting, and record keeping as they pertain to law enforcement will be studied. Students will also be introduced to patrolling and 

field operations.  Students will be involved in interviewing techniques, preliminary investigations, police security, pursuit and arrest.  

Students will be introduced to additional training for people already involved in law enforcement administration, correctional 

administration, forensic science, and security management.  Students study the roles and activities of people with regard to 

maintaining law and order, providing services, protecting lives and property; and conducting administration, planning, and research.  

Students may participate in off-campus activities such as demonstrations, tours, and internships.  Students must provide their own 

transportation to Waubonsee Community College.
