Several Interesting Decisions To Be Made This Year---Many plans and decisions need to be 

made during the 2008-09 school year to prepare for the opening of the second middle school in 

August 2009.  A large portion of us have been through this drill previously, since the district has 

opened four new elementary schools and reorganized a couple of times during the last 11 years.  

Related to the new school we will need to: 

 

 Complete the construction and furnishing of the new middle school, the remodeling of 

the current middle school and the addition to Blackberry Creek Elementary School 

 Assign existing and employ additional personnel to staff the additional classrooms for 

kindergarten through 8
th
 grade 

 Select names for both middle schools 

 Determine a boundary for the two middle school attendance areas 

 Review (and perhaps modify) boundaries for the elementary schools 

 

The mascots for the two middle schools will be the Scarlet Knights at the Harter Road Middle 

School and the Blue Knights at the Meredith Road Middle School. 

Still Growing Numbers of Students and Staff---Kanelandôs overall enrollment has grown 

every year since 1991 from 1 to 9%+ per year.  Ten years ago the average grade size was 181.  

The average grade size in 2008 is estimated to be approximately 344.   The sophomore, junior 

and senior high school grades range in size from 291-276.  Grades K through 9 range in size 

from 338-400.   Compared to five years ago, 2003, the enrollment has grown by 105 elementary 

students; 102 middle school students and nearly 67 high school students.  Since 1998, the student 

body has grown by 2069 students or 82.5%.   

 ---We are very pleased to announce that Kaneland will have an 

emergency phone call out system in place for the 2008-09 school year.  This Connect-ED service 

is an Internet-based communication tool that will enable us to personally communicate with 

parents and staff about emergency situations, school events, and other important issues.  We will 

be sharing more information about this system in the near future! If your phone information has 

changed since last year, be sure to let your school(s) know.
